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Jankovic Wins Family Circle Cup

Outlasts Williams in semis then routs Safina
in two set final for third, biggest career title

CHARLESTON, SC, USA - A year ago she was
in the midst of a 10-match losing streak and
working her way down the rankings. It's funny
how the wind can change direction at the drop
of a hat, however; on an incredibly blistery Sun-
day in Charleston, Jelena Jankovic continued
her awesome career turnaround and rise up the
Top 10 with her third and biggest Sony Erics-
son WTA Tour title at the Family Circle Cup.

Sunday's championship final was somewhat
anticlimactic, considering Jankovic's marathon
semifinal against an unseeded Venus Williams,
which lasted for more than two-and-a-half
hours, ending with the No.2-seeded Serb pre-
vailing, 36 63 76(5). No.4 seed Dinara Safina
provided little resistance in the windy final, go-
ing down in two comprehensive sets, 62 62.

“l had an awesome week here,” Jankovic
said. “Especially beating Venus. Today in the
final it was a bit of a different story because of
the weather. It was really windy and tough cir-
cumstances, but | gave my best, and I'm the
champion. I'm so happy | won this title. It's my
first Tier | title. It's a really amazing feeling.”

Safina came out strongly early in both sets,
going up 2-1 in the first and 2-0 in the second,
but each time Jankovic retaliated with a string
of easy games, none of which even went to
deuce. It was all over in one hour, 11 minutes.

“It was not my day,” Safina said. “I was
struggling with the weather, but it was the
same for her; she was able to handle it better
than me. | gave away too many free points. In
this weather you have to make someone play.”

“She was having a difficult time, but | was
also; it's not easy playing in this weather, but
there is nothing you can do about it,” Jankovic
said. “Especially when we were serving. | was
trying to stay focused and positive out there.”

By virtue of reaching her second career Tier
| final, Safina returns to the Top 10 at No.10.
With a title here she could have been No.9, but
nonetheless she was pleased with her week.

“I'm definitely happy,” she said. “l wouldn't
have expected to reach the finals. If somebody
told me | was going to be in the final | would
shake his hand and say 'I'll give you half of my
prize money.' Sometimes it goes your way.”

Jankovic’s $196,900 winner’s cheque pushed her career
prize money earnings total to $2,100,350; she is the very
first Serbian woman to pass the $2-million mark.

For Jankovic, the Charleston title represents
another giant step in her career turnaround.
She was a first round loser at this event last
season then fell out of the Top 30, but she was
one of the hottest players of the year thereaf-
ter; she hasn't changed a thing in 2007, claim-
ing Auckland in January, cracking the world
Top 10 soon after and, with her second title of
the year here, moving up to No.7 on Monday.

“You see what | mean by the wind?” Jank-
ovic joked. “Some things are meant to happen
for a reason. Maybe if those things didn't hap-
pen | wouldn't be here. That period made me a
lot stronger and now | realize some things and
values. | appreciate my results a little more; |
appreciate things a lot more than before.”

The doubles final was an all-Chinese affair,
with two-time Grand Slam doubles champions
Yan Zi and Zheng Jie, the No.3 seeds, beating
nonseeds Peng Shuai and Sun Tiantian, 75 60.
It was the ninth title for the Yan-Zheng combo,
and first this year; they won two in 2005 and
six in 2006, including at the Australian Open
and Wimbledon, China’s very first major titles.

“l was excited to play here, and am very disappointed since | have
never won this tournament. I'll be back again even if it kills me; and
it may actually kill me.”

Serena Williams, who came into Charleston on a 13-match streak

but was forced to retire from her opener due to a right groin strain.
Williams was a Charleston finalist in 2003, losing to Justine Henin.

When the draw came out, a semifinal between one of the hottest
players at the moment and one of the Williams sisters was an ex-
citing prospect; but few picked Venus to emerge from her section
and, granted recent form, few thought it would end up being so
close. But Jelena Jankovic and Williams duked it out, punishing
huge groundstrokes and running everything they could down, and
it was eventually the Serb who prevailed. The last two points of the
match were what made the difference; in the end, Jankovic led
Williams in the overall points total by just those points, 109-107.

“It could've gone either way; it was just a few points here and
there,” Jankovic said afterwards. “You just have to hang in there
and fight for every point, and that's how | did it. | really had to earn
it; she wouldn't give me anything. | was about to die at the end.”

Henin continues reign as world’s No.1

Having regained No.1 from Maria Sharapova after her recent run to
the Miami final, Justine Henin now grabs her 61st non-consecutive
week atop the rankings. She is the seventh in history to surpass 60
total weeks, after Graf, Navratilova, Evert, Hingis, Seles and Daven-
port. Henin was a runner-up in that final to the woman she passed
on the all-time list just prior to the tournament, Serena Williams.

Henin first ascended to No.1 on October 20, 2003; although
she became the first player in Sony Ericsson WTA Tour history to
lose her new top rank a week later, she returned to No.1 on No-
vember 10, 2003, holding it until September 12, 2004, after the US
Open. That was 45 weeks in total. She re-ascended on November
13, 2006, after winning the season-ending Sony Ericsson Champi-
onships, holding it for 11 more weeks to bring her total to 56
weeks. She then lost it to Sharapova after the Australian Open.

During Miami, Henin racked up her 57th and 58th weeks at
No.1, passing Wiliams for No.7 on the all-time list, and now she
earns her 61st. She has a ways to go to catch up with No.6 on the
list, Davenport, who has a total of 98. But Henin is in a good posi-
tion to hang onto No.1 in the clay season; until Roland Garros, the
Belgian did not win a single title on the dirt during last season.

Hingis Receives Meredith Inspiration Award in Charleston

CHARLESTON, SC, USA - Although she was unable to make it for
the tournament, Martina Hingis made a welcome appearance at
the Family Circle Cup on Thursday to accept this year's Meredith
Inspiration Award. It is presented annually to a female athlete who,
by her actions on and off the playing field, has inspired women
worldwide to achieve their personal and professional goals.

“Martina is often recognized for her achievements on the tennis
court but today we want to celebrate her humanitarian efforts off
court that serve as an inspiration to us all,” said Nancy Weber,
CMO of the Meredith Corporation. “She truly understands the im-
portance of giving back and there have been many organizations
over the years that have benefited from her generosity. Through
her efforts, she not only helps create awareness for their programs
but because of her status, they receive much needed exposure.”

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Nordic tennis gets major boost in Stockholm

STOCKHOLM, Sweden - Three of the most promising players from
the Nordic region of the world will become part of an elite training
group, it was announced last Thursday, April 12. Sofia Arvidsson,
Emma Laine and Caroline Wozniacki, all young stars looking to
crack the world elite, will be on the Nordea Tennis Team in 2007.

The team debuted in 2003, emerging from a joint effort be-
tween Nordea and the Nordea Nordic Light Open, which together
will help the players in terms of financial support as well as sporting
assistance. This year, the three will come together two or three
times to get to know each other better then hit together in a high-
class training environment. Sweden's Arvidsson, Finland's Laine
and Denmark's Wozniacki could be joined by another Swede,
Johanna Larsson, a potential future member of the Nordic team.

Of the three, the 23-year-old Arvidsson has had the biggest
success so far on the Sony Ericsson WTA Tour, winning the Tier Il
event in Memphis in February of last year and breaking into the
world’s Top 30 shortly after. Having fallen outside of the Top 100
since, she looks forward to the new venture to help get back there.

“I'm tremendously happy for this opportunity, which | believe is
going to help me develop my tennis,” Arvidsson said. “It’ll also be
enormously exciting to train with Caroline, Emma and Johanna.”

“Sofia at her best is still a world class player,” added Maria
Strandlund-Tomsvik, Swedish Fed Cup captain. “It's easy to get a
reaction after a strong year but now it seems that Sofia has re-
newed love of tennis; having players such as Caroline Wozniacki
and Emma Laine beside her will be enormously inspiring for her.”

The team will be co-ordinated by now-retired Swedish player
Asa Svensson, who won two singles titles in her Sony Ericsson
WTA Tour career and had a plethora of Top 20 wins, most notably
her win over Gabriela Sabatini at the 1996 US Open; it was the
Argentine legend's final Grand Slam before going into retirement.
Svensson ended her career at the conclusion of the 2004 season.

“When | joined the Nordea Tennis Team in 2003 it was the first
time that the largest companies in the Nordic countries invested in
women's tennis,” Svensson stated. “This is necessary if we are
going to have the same opportunities as male players to develop.”
