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AMELIA ISLAND, FL, USA - It was the fourth 
time lucky for one of women's tennis' most 
promising future stars on Sunday afternoon, as 
France’s Tatiana Golovin captured her career-
first Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles title at the 
Bausch & Lomb Championships, held on the 
green clay of the Amelia Island Plantation. 
     Seeded No.8 and playing in just her second 
career tournament on the green clay surface, 
Golovin winning her first title this past week 
seemed like something of a long shot at the 
start; but after winning her early rounds she 
only got better, cruising past Venus Williams in 
the quarterfinals, defying an 0-5 head-to-head 
against Ana Ivanovic in the semis and, in the 
final, crushing top seed and defending cham-
pion Nadia Petrova easily in two sets, 62 61. 
     “It all happened so fast,” said Golovin, who 
missed last year's tournament with a left ankle 
sprain suffered in Miami. “Last year I was sitting 
in my room with my cast on, watching Petrova 
in the semis or finals, wishing I was here. It's 
definitely emotional for me to be here a year 
later in the final and winning the tournament.” 
     The one-hour, 16-minute championship rout 
was her most impressive performance; despite 
the fact she had won four of their five previous 
encounters, she hadn't won any of her three 
previous Tour finals, including against the Rus-
sian in Stuttgart last fall. This time, the French 
teenager said she had more belief in herself. 
     “Beating Venus and Ivanovic, and especially 
Ivanovic because I'd never beaten her before, 
gave me confidence,” she said. “Today I knew I 
could beat Petrova. I knew I had the weapons 
and I told myself to stay aggressive and use my 
forehand; it put pressure on her. When the last 
games came, I didn't get scared. Today was 
different from my other finals because I went 
out there feeling I was ready to win my first title, 
that I worked hard for it and deserved it.” 
     “It wasn't a really nice match for me today; I 
just wasn't sharp enough,” said Petrova, who 
was trying to defend a title for the very first 
time. “I was just a split second late to get to the 
balls and didn't have my concentration. She 
played solid, though; she doesn't have weak-
nesses. It's about time she won her first title!” 

Golovin was 0-3 in finals coming in, finishing runner-up 
at Birmingham in 2004, Tokyo [Japan Open] in 2005 and 
Stuttgart last year. At Stuttgart she lost to Petrova.

     Golovin, who has been hovering just inside 
the Top 20 for most of this season, notched 
her eighth Top 10 win; three of those eight are 
over Petrova, the first two coming last year at 
Paris [Indoors] and the US Open. Their first 
encounter came at Charleston two years ago, 
which was also Golovin's first event on green 
clay; there, she made it all the way to the semi-
finals with wins over Williams and the Russian. 
     The last time Petrova won so few games in 
a single match came nearly two years ago, 
with a 62 61 loss to Sania Mirza at San Diego. 
Sunday's loss snapped her 14-match winning 
streak on green clay courts, which included 
title runs here and at Charleston last year and 
her four wins en route to this week’s final. 
     In a tournament full of upsets, Petrova was 
the lone Top 4 seed to reach her alotted semi-
final berth. No.4 seed Patty Schnyder was the 
first to go, ousted by Williams in the second 
round; No.2 Jelena Jankovic and No.3 Daniela 
Hantuchova were taken down by No.6 Ivanovic 
and No.13 Sybille Bammer in the quarterfinals. 
     The doubles title went to first-time duo 
Mara Santangelo and Katarina Srebotnik, who 
took down No.4 seeds Anabel Medina Gar-
rigues and Virginia Ruano Pascual in the final, 
63 76(4). They also defeated top-seeded team 
Cara Black and Liezel Huber in the semifinals.

In fourth career final, clinches maiden title at 
Amelia Island with two set win over Petrova

“I was swinging at the ball, but nothing went in the court. What can 
I do? I made so many errors, and just wasn't on top of my game. I 
think I played pretty well in the first two rounds, but overall, today 
was just a bad day for me. But I wish Ana good luck in the semis.” 
Jelena Jankovic, after losing an all-Serb affair in the Amelia Island 
quarterfinals. She is now 1-3 lifetime against her young compatriot. 
 

“I've had a rough two years; I'm just happy to feel normal on court 
again. A lot of wrong things happened, injuries and being sick, and 
when it's not going well it's hard to deal with. I'm pushing hard.” 
Former world No.17 Karolina Sprem, who returns to the Top 100 
after a third round finish at Charleston. She pulled off her first Top 
20 win since the 2006 French Open along the way, over Li Na. 

Having lost her first five encounters against Ana Ivanovic, it was an 
impressive feat that Tatiana Golovin prevailed over her fellow 19-
year-old in the Amelia Island semifinals over the weekend. After 
winning the opening set it seemed as though Golovin was losing 
control, as Ivanovic won a somewhat routine second set; but the 
Frenchwoman kicked off the third set impressively, racing out to a 
5-2 lead. She allowed that lead to dissipate somewhat; Ivanovic 
closed to 5-4 and saved two match points in that 10th game to 
bring the proceedings back to deuce, but Golovin closed out her 
first win in the pair’s six meetings on her third match point. 
     “I'm just glad I finally got a win over her,” Golovin said after-
wards. “In past matches, we had three-setters and tough two-
setters, so I knew I could beat her; we have similar styles, using 
our forehands and serves but our backhands being a bit weaker. 
But today I was proud of myself because I was just able to keep at 
it and focus. I think I just really wanted to win more than her today.”

Henin serves up 60-week milestone 

Having regained No.1 from Maria Sharapova after her recent run to 
the Miami final, Justine Henin now grabs her 60th non-consecutive 
week atop the rankings, just the seventh in history to achieve the 
feat, after Graf, Navratilova, Evert, Hingis, Seles and Davenport.  
Henin was a runner-up in that final to the woman she passed on 
the all-time list just prior to the tournament, Serena Williams.   
     Henin first ascended to No.1 on October 20, 2003; although 
she became the first player in Sony Ericsson WTA Tour history to 
lose her new top rank a week later, she returned to No.1 on No-
vember 10, 2003, holding it until September 12, 2004, after the US 
Open. That was 45 weeks in total. She re-ascended on November 
13, 2006, after winning the season-ending Sony Ericsson Champi-
onships, holding it for 11 more weeks to bring her total to 56 
weeks. She then lost it to Sharapova after the Australian Open. 
     During Miami, Henin racked up her 57th and 58th weeks at 
No.1, passing Williams for No.7 on the all-time list, and now she 
earns her 60th. She has a ways to go to catch up with No.6 on the 
list, Davenport, who has a total of 98. But Henin is in a good posi-
tion to hang onto No.1 in the clay season; until Roland Garros, the 
Belgian did not win a single title on the dirt during last season.

BARCELONA, Spain - Former world No.1s Amélie Mauresmo and 
Serena Williams received prestigious accolades from the elite 
sporting community by receiving World Breakthrough of the Year 
and Comeback of the Year honors respectively at the annual 
Laureus World Sports Awards in Barcelona, Spain last Monday. 
     Mauresmo, who waited seven years between reaching a Grand 
Slam singles final (1999 Australian Open) and finally winning one 
(2006 Australian Open), backed up an emotional victory in Mel-
bourne last year with an equally stirring performance at Wimble-
don. Aged 26 years, six months, Mauresmo became the third-
oldest first-time female major singles champion in the Open Era. 
Her season was enhanced with consecutive indoor titles in Paris 
(Open Gaz de France) and Antwerp (Proximus Diamond Games) 
and runner-up finishes at Doha (Qatar Total Open), Beijing (China 
Open) and the Tour Sony Ericsson Championships in Madrid. 
     “Last year provided some of the most wonderful moments, not 
only in my tennis career but in my life overall,” said Mauresmo 
about her season. “I was overwhelmed to win my first Grand Slam 
title in Melbourne, and winning in Wimbledon was like the cherry on 
top of my season. I'm very honored to receive this award from 
Laureus and I hope it shows to everyone that if you keep trying and 
believing in yourself, you can make your dreams a reality.” 
     Just two days after her phenomenal victory at the Sony Erics-
son Open in Miami, Williams was a deserving winner in the Come-
back of the Year category. In January, Williams became the low-
est-ranked woman in 29 years (at No.81) to win the Australian 
Open title, beating world No.2 Maria Sharapova 61 62 in the final.

It is exciting that the sport of professional tennis, on both 
the women's and men's side, has again produced such great 
champions that are recognized by the Laureus World Sports 
Awards. I congratulate Amélie, Serena and all of the other tennis 
players who won or were nominated for these prestigious awards.” 
     Mauresmo was the only female tennis player vying for two 
Laureus World Sports Awards this year; she was also nominated 
for the Sportswoman of the Year honor alongside fellow Tour stars 
Justine Henin and Maria Sharapova, who between them won all 
four Grand Slam singles trophies in 2006. However, the award 
ultimately went to Russian pole-vaulter Yelena Isinbayeva.
