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Kuznetsova Claims First Title of 2007

Kuznetsova overcomes finals curse, heads
into US Open with New Haven title in hand

NEW HAVEN, CT, USA - It may not have been
the perfect ending, but Svetlana Kuznetsova
still walked away with her first title of the year
Saturday, capturing the Pilot Pen Tennis pre-
sented by Schick with a 46 30 injury retirement
win over Agnes Szavay, whose Cinderella run
at the Tier Il was ended by a low back injury.

The opening set of the final featured an im-
pressive display of shotmaking from both ends,
with Kuznetsova's lethal forehands and athletic
retrieving falling just short against the powerful
backhand of Szavay, who broke in the fifth
game to go up 3-2. But two games later Sza-
vay would call for the trainer and, despite man-
aging to close out the set on a huge forehand
down-the-line winner, looked to be in too much
pain to go on. She played three more games in
the second set before calling it a match.

“Every point it was getting worse and worse,
and it was just really painful,” said Szavay, who
pulled out of the doubles earlier in the week
with the same injury. “I felt it when | started
playing in the main draw, but at the beginning it
was just a little muscle pain and nothing seri-
ous. Day by day, it just got worse and worse.”

“When | saw she was calling for the physio |
was like, 'Please no, not now,' Kuznetsova
said. “I feel sorry for her. The US Open is com-
ing and it's an important tournament and she's
playing very well. Hopefully she can recover.”

Kuznetsova's last three wins this week
ended with retirements, Francesca Schiavone
stopping on a left ankle injury after dropping the
first set, 6-2, in the quarterfinals; Elena Demen-
tieva stopping due to nausea while trailing 3-0
third set in the semifinals; and finally Szavay. It
was quickly nicknamed the Kuznetsova Curse.

“It's strange; the only thing | can say is | was
winning those matches!” Kuznetsova added.
“Today was the closest one, but | was getting
my game back and then she retired. | cannot
change it. The only thing | can do is take it.”

Despite the final disappointment, it would be
hard for Szavay to forget how much of a break-
through she had in New Haven, coming
through qualifying and reaching her biggest
career final. Along the way she notched her first
Top 10 win (having never even beaten one of

the Top 20) against world No.10 Daniela Han-
tuchova, and then won the first set against one
of the world's Top 5 before stopping.

“It was a really, really good week and |
played really well; but that's why it's even more
disappointing, especially after | won the first
set,” Szavay added. “But Svetlana is a very
nice girl - she always makes me smile. She told
me she was sorry about it, that she was not
happy she won in this way. She's really nice.”

“She was playing unbelievable games,”
Kuznetsova said. “But you can't ask from your
body to play eight matches in eight days. Ten-
nis isn't soft now. We're hitting the ball pretty
hard - you all saw how hard she hits it. She
was crying, and | felt bad so | said something
to make her laugh, but | don't remember it!”

Szavay's week also included a come-from-
behind semifinal win against Greece's Eleni
Daniilidou, rallying back from a 3-1 third set
deficit to prevail, 46 61 75. Daniilidou had an
impressive run of her own, notching her sec-
ond and third Top 20 victories of the year
against Sybille Bammer and Dinara Safina to
reach her first semifinal this year. She had to
fight hard for both wins, trailing Bammer 61 30
before winning, 16 75 62, and saving four

match points in the second set to take down Safina, 16 76(8) 62.

Regardless of how she won, Kuznetsova still comes away with
her first title in five finals in 2007, improving to 9-11 lifetime in Tour
singles finals. She was just the ninth active player (as well as the
second Russian, after Maria Sharapova) to hit the 20 mark in finals.

“It feels good,” Kuznetsova told reporters. “| was playing great
tennis when I'd make it to the other finals but then | couldn't do it
in the final. | wasn't playing well. My game wasn't going the right
way. And here, | was missing so many easy forehands in the first
set. But winning when you're not playing your best is better.”

In the night-time doubles final, No.3-seeded Indian-Italian com-
bination Sania Mirza and Mara Santangelo crushed top seeds Cara
Black and Liezel Huber, 61 62, in just 53 minutes. Huber held
serve in the first game of the match but then the Mirza-Santangelo
tandem rolled through nine straight games, barely looking back en
route to the straight set victory over the world's top team. Playing
in just their second event together, Mirza earned her seventh ca-
reer Tour doubles title (her fourth this year) while Santangelo won
her sixth career Tour doubles title (her fifth this year).

Black and Huber have a Tour-leading six titles as a team this
year, including from the Australian Open and Wimbledon.

Dulko Flourishes at Forest Hills

Argentine downs top seed Razzano in final for second Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles title of year

FOREST HILLS, NY, USA - An inspired first round opponent, a
match with one of her nemeses in the semis and one of the most
in-form players around in the final didn't stop Gisela Dulko from
victory, as she earned her second title of the year at the Forest Hills
Sony Ericsson WTA Tour Classic presented by Commerce Bank.

The No.3-seeded Dulko capped the Tier IV title run with a 62 62
victory against No.1-seeded Virginie Razzano in exactly an hour.

“I never thought it would be this good a result against her,”
Dulko said about the match afterwards. “l played a really good
match today. | served well and mixed it up from the baseline. It
was very hot and humid and it was difficult to play, but | think I
stayed very focused and positive, and in the end it went my way.”

The early rounds weren't as kind to Dulko this past week. In the
first round, she suffered a first set blowout but came back to beat
Chinese Taipei's Chan Yung-Jan, 16 60 62. After a quick quarterfi-
nal win over American wild card Audra Cohen, she was pushed to
the limit by Nathalie Dechy in the semifinals, saving two set points
trailing 5-4 in the first set before rallying back to win, 76(4) 64.

“My match with Chan was really strange; the first set | didn't
play well, but she was just hitting winners all over the court, like 20
of them,” Dulko said. “It was unbelievable. But | found a way to
make her play worse, and then it went well. The second and third
sets were good. | think | was able to make her feel uncomfortable.”

Dulko's victory over Dechy was particularly impressive, consid-
ering she hadn't beaten the former world No.11 in either of their
two previous encounters, at Tier | tournaments in Miami three
years ago (straight sets) and San Diego two years ago (falling in a
third set tie-break). Both were in the early rounds of those events.

“This was a really good win. She's a really good player and I've
had a tough time playing her in the past. It was a really tough
match under the sun, but | focused and just concentrated on the
tactics. | think | played really well on those two set points.”

By defeating Razzano - which, incidentally, avenged a loss in
their only previous encounter as well, at a smaller clay court event
in Estoril, Portugal four years ago - Dulko nabbed the second Tour
singles title of her career, having won the Tier lll title in Budapest in
the spring. She had been a runner-up two times in her first two
finals, at Hobart in 2005 and at Pattaya City in February (where she
had a 5-3 third set lead and three match points before succumbing
to Austrian mother-on-Tour and new world No.20 Sybille Bammer).

“This is very important to me,” said Dulko on her victory. “My
goal this year was to win one tournament, and | now have two, so
it's a great feeling. And especially to do it in New York City is won-

been to three of them, winning at Budapest and this past week at Forest Hills.

derful - | love this city. This club is special, too. The US Open was
held here and the stadium has a lot of history. Guillermo Vilas won
the US Open here, and he was an idol in tennis in Argentina. So
I'm really proud to win the title here at Forest Hills. I'm looking for-
ward to the US Open. | hope to continue to play like this there.”

Despite the loss, Razzano put some finishing touches on an
impressive second half of the summer with her run to the final,
having reached quarterfinals at Los Angeles and Toronto (her first
Tier | quarterfinal), then making it to her second career final at the
former US Open venue this past week. She is on the verge of
breaking the career-high of No.35 she set over two years ago.

“Playing against Virginie was not very easy because she is a
great player,” Dulko added. “I was happy to play with her today
and | think it was really good for her to have made it to the finals.”

Other standouts this week were Dechy, who reached her first
semifinal since Québec City in November 2005, and Elena Vesnina,
who broke a quarterfinal curse by reaching this week's semifinals,
having fallen in all seven of her previous quarterfinal matches.

This was the fourth year of this event. Elena Likhovtseva won
the inaugural title in 2004, beating Iveta Benesova in the final. Lucie
Safarova outlasted Sania Mirza in an all-teenager title match for the
2005 title. Last year, Meghann Shaughnessy spoiled the now-
retired Anna Smashnova's perfect finals record for the title.

Second Round, Pilot Pen Tennis pr. Schick (New Haven)

Only once had she ever even faced one of the world’s Top 10, but
the lack of experience didn’t stop her, as Agnes Szavay took out
world No.10 Daniela Hantuchova in straight sets to reach her first
ever Tier Il quarterfinal in New Haven. Earlier this year at Roland
Garros, the Hungarian teenager pushed then-world No.9 Anna
Chakvetadze to three tough sets in the first round, but this time
she wouldn’t get pushed around, and notched her first win over
someone in the Top 10 - in fact, it would be her first win over
someone in the Top 20. She would eventually become the first
qualifier to reach the final at a tournament at the Tier Il level or
higher in over two years, since Vera Dushevina was a runner-up to
Kim Clijsters at the Wimbledon tune-up in Eastbourne in 2005.
“This is my first time here and my first tournament in the US this
year,” Szavay said afterwards. “It's a really good organization and
everybody is nice here and | like it here. | think it's really important
somebody likes to be here, because then it's easier to play better.”

Henin, Black continue No.1 reigns

Belgium’s Justine Henin first ascended to No.1 on October 20,
2003; she became the first to lose it a week later but returned to
No.1 on November 10, 20083, holding it until September 12, 2004,
after the US Open. That was 45 weeks. She re-ascended on No-
vember 13, 2006, holding it for 11 more weeks to bring her total to
56. She began her fourth stint at No.1 at Miami; this fortnight she
notches her 80th and 81st weeks on top. She is No.7 all-time.

Henin will keep her No.1 ranking after the US Open if she wins
her first round match on Monday against German Julia Goerges. If
the Belgian loses her opener, current world No.2 Maria Sharapova
will need to win the whole thing to return to the No.1 ranking.

Zimbabwe'’s Cara Black spent her first 16 weeks as the world’s
No.1 doubles player between October 17, 2005 and February 5,
2006. She spent two more weeks there between June 11 and 24
of this year, and started her third stint there on July 9 this year.
This fortnight she will notch her 26th and 27th weeks at No.1.

Sharapova clinches Lever 2000 Challenge victory

On the strength of her title run at San Diego and reaching the
semifinals at Los Angeles, Maria Sharapova moved out to an early
lead in the Lever 2000 Challenge Standings. In the final weeks of
the competition only Jelena Jankovic and Patty Schnyder had
shots at overtaking her - and neither of them were able to do it.
So, in the end, Sharapova finishes in first place. Jankovic finished
second after a runner-up finish in Toronto and reaching the semifi-
nals at Los Angeles; though Henin ended up with more points than
Schnyder, she did not earn points at a minimum of two US Open
Series events, thus granting Schnyder third place in the standings.

In 2005, Kim Clijsters earned the biggest paycheck in women's
sports history, $2.2 million, by taking the US Open after winning
the US Open Series. She would win 24 matches in a row on sum-
mer hardcourts before falling to Sharapova in San Diego last Au-
gust, beginning at Los Angeles in 2005 and continuing through
Toronto and the US Open that summer and the first few events of
the 2007 summer hardcourt season at Stanford and San Diego.

The men's and women's winners of the 2007 US Open Series
will compete for an impressive $1 million in bonus prize money at
the 2007 US Open, and the top three winners will compete for a
total of up to $2.6 million in bonus prize money.

Henin nominated for Sportswoman of the Year

NEW YORK, NY, USA - Every year since 1980, the Women's
Sports Foundation, which was founded by Bilie Jean King, has
honored excellence in women's sports through the Sportswoman
of the Year Award. This year, the world's top-ranked female tennis
player, Justine Henin, is one of eight individual women's sports
standouts nominated to receive the coveted annual award.

The Sportswoman of the Year Award is presented annually to
one individual and one team athlete whose performances during
the preceding 12-month period have been exceptional. Criteria in
the selection process include championships won, records set and
awards received. The 2007 awards consider achievements in the
period between August 1, 2006, and July 31, 2007. Among
Henin's stellar achievements during the 12-month period are seven
Sony Ericsson WTA Tour titles and a return to the No.1 ranking.

Although she missed most of last fall with a right knee injury,
Henin completed her 2006 season with a title at the Sony Ericsson
Championships, a victory that would help her return to No.1 right
at season's end. She has won six of the 10 events she has entered
this year, including her sixth major at Roland Garros (becoming just
the second woman in the Open Era to win three straight titles there
after Monica Seles, who achieved the feat from 1990 to 1992).

Henin's competitors in the individual sports category are bowler
Diandra Asbaty, snowboarder Torah Bright, triathlete Vanessa Fer-
nandes, swimmer Jessica Long, golfer Lorena Ochoa, track and
field star Sanya Richards and fencer Rebecca Ward. The winners
will be announced to the public and the awards will be presented
at the Annual Salute to Women in Sports Awards Dinner on Mon-
day, October 16, 2007, at the Waldorf Astoria in New York City.

Former Sportswoman of the Year recipients include Tracy Aus-
tin (1980), Chris Evert (1981), Martina Navratilova (1982, 1983,
1984), Steffi Graf (1989) and the Williamses (as a team in 2000).
