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Russia, Italy Reach Fed Cup Final

Doubles rubbers decide finalists as winners
from last three Fed Cup years return to final

For some players it was career-defining and for
others it was pure disappointment, but for the
spectators at each tie it was a thriling week-
end, as the Fed Cup semifinals took place.
Russia and Italy scored nail-biting 3-2 wins and
will face off in the title match this September.
Russia d. USA, 3-2

STOWE, VT, USA - With an in-form Venus Wil-
liams among a strong roster, the USA headed
into their semi against Russia the arguable fa-
vorites. But a tough Russian team hung tough
on Day 2 to prevail, moving into their third Fed
Cup final in four years with a win in the doubles.

The match of the tie belonged to Day 1, as
Williams rallied past Nadia Petrova, 76(6) 06 64.
The recent Wimbledon champ fought off a 3-0
first set deficit and three set points in the tie-
break, then recovered from a break down in the
third. With Anna Chakvetadze beating Vania
King earlier in the day, 61 63, Wiliams' victory
brought the tie level at the end of Saturday.

“Even in the breaker | felt calm; at 6-6 |
thought of it as an opportunity,” stated Williams
on the pivotal tie-break. “When you're down
you're just trying to figure out how to get it
back. And that's what | ended up doing.”

“She's a tough one,” Petrova declared. “It's
tough to lose but she just won Wimbledon and
has been tough to beat. Again, she proved
she's a better player and she has a little bit
more experience. But the match was still fun.”

Williams and Petrova continued to play in-
spiredly in Sunday's singles rubbers, an ag-
gressive Willams beating Chakvetadze, 61 64,
and a confident Petrova beating Fed Cup
debutante Meilen Tu, 61 62. It all depended on
the doubles, which pitted Petrova and Elena
Vesnina against Williams and Lisa Raymond.

The Russians performed better in that de-
ciding doubles rubber and prevailed, 75 76(1).

“It was just an unbelievable weekend; I'm so
excited to do this for my country,” Petrova said.
“I just tried to enjoy it and everything worked.”

“l was so nervous,” Vesnina said. “We just
tried to focus and hold our serve and it worked.
This is one of the best moments of my life.”

American captain Zina Garrison was proud
of her team despite the Fed Cup semifinal loss.

“We came up short but I'm very proud of
them - they go, 'Yeah yeah Zina, whatever, we
lost," but each one of them brought something
special to this team and I'm excited about that.
I'm appreciative Venus came here after winning
Wimbledon. For her to do that is very special.”

ltaly d. France, 3-2
CASTELLANETA MARINA, [taly - With her en-
tire country behind her, Francesca Schiavone
was in heroic form in the other Fed Cup semifi-
nal, pulling off a clutch win over Tatiana Golovin
on Day 2 to keep ltaly alive, then stepping up in
the doubles for a narrow victory over France.

Schiavone first showed glimpses of her
patriotic fight on Day 1, overcoming a 5-3 first
set hole to defeat Amélie Mauresmo, 75 63.
Golovin had earned France's first point of the
encounter earlier in the day, with a 63 26 62
win over Tathiana Garbin. With Mauresmo's 67
(5) 60 64 win over Mara Santangelo on Day 2,
Schiavone absolutely needed to beat Golovin.

And despite losing the second and falling
behind 5-2 in the third, she kept pushing, claw-
ing back for a 64 26 75 win over the teenager.

“When | was down 5-2 | thought to myself |
wasn't playing so badly, and that | had another
chance,” Schiavone said on the comeback
win. “l wanted to take that chance and | did it.”

The doubles rubber saw Schiavone and
Roberta Vinci beating French tandem Severine
Brémond and Nathalie Dechy, 46 61 62.
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WEEKS AT NO.1

Henin continues No.1 reign

Maria Sharapova needed to get to the final and Jelena Jankovic
needed to win the title; none of that happened during the Wimble-
don fortnight, and because of that Justine Henin secured her stay
at No.1 on the Sony Ericsson WTA Tour Singles Rankings.

All of her closest rivals’ No.1 scenarios crumbled with fourth
round losses, Sharapova to Venus Williams and Jankovic to Marion
Bartoli. The Russian was more likely to ascend to the top, having
to win the title with Henin falling before the final or finishing runner-
up with Henin falling before the quarterfinals, but it wasn’t to be.

Henin first ascended to No.1 on October 20, 2003; she be-
came the first player in Tour history to lose it a week later, but she
returned to No.1 on November 10, 2003, holding it until Septem-
ber 12, 2004, after the US Open. That was 45 weeks in total. She
re-ascended on November 13, 2006, holding it for 11 more weeks
to bring her total to 56. She began her fourth stint at No.1 at Miami
this year; this week coming up she notches her 74th week on top.
She is No.7 on the all-time list, and just 24 weeks away (which she
could catch up by staying there the rest of the year) from No.6.

This chart lists the 15 women to have held No.1 in order of lon-
gevity, all numbers dating from November 3, 1975 when computer
rankings were introduced, through the week of July 16, 2007:

During the next three years, Verano Motors will support lvano-
vic, a recent Roland Garros runner-up and Wimbledon semifinalist,
in all of her sporting appearances, as well as provide her with a
Peugeot 207 to drive. The automobile company chose Ivanovic
because of her outstanding achievements on the tennis court, her
engaging personality and special qualities as an ambassador.

Radomir Zivanic, President of the Verano Group, commented:
“When we thought about this, the largest ever project of athlete
sponsorship in Serbia, we did not have to think about it much.
Ana's tennis play and her charm conquered the audience at re-
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cently held prestigious tennis tournaments. Her talent and energy
are in accordance with characteristics and our business mission —
quality, elegance and excellence.

In addition to its support of Ilvanovic, at the end of April of this
year, Verano Motors joined the sponsorship roster of the Serbian
team at the 2008 Olympic Summer Games in Beijing, China.

Sharapova, Federer win two awards each at 2007 ESPYs

LOS ANGELES, CA, USA - Two of the biggest names in the world
of tennis were honored this past Wednesday, July 11, at the ES-
PYs, an annual awards ceremony celebrating achievements in
sports for the preceding calendar year. The 2007 awards cere-
mony was held at the beautiful Kodak Theatre in Hollywood.

Walking away with the Best Male Tennis Player award for the
third consecutive year, as well as this year's nod for Best Interna-
tional Male Athlete, was Roger Federer. Federer was a force to be
reckoned with again in 2006, capturing 12 titles (including the Aus-
tralian Open, Wimbledon, the US Open and season-ending Tennis
Masters Cup) and finishing the season ranked No.1 in the world for
the third straight time. Federer beat out Rafael Nadal, Andy Rod-
dick and James Blake for the Best Male Tennis Player honors; he
beat soccer's Didier Drogba, basketball star Dirk Nowitzki and
baseball's Albert Pujols for the Best International Male Athlete nod.

One of the Sony Ericsson WTA Tour's most popular names,
Maria Sharapova, followed Federer's suit, claiming both Best Fe-
male Tennis Player and Best International Female Athlete. The Rus-
sian had a phenomenal 2006, winning five titles (including her sec-
ond Grand Slam at the US Open) and notching her highest year-
end ranking of No.2. She is no stranger to ESPY glory, having won
Best Female Tennis Player in 2005 as well. This year, she beat
Justine Henin, Jelena Jankovic and Serena Williams for Best Fe-
male Tennis Player; she beat Henin and golf stars Annika Soren-
stam and Lorena Ochoa for Best International Female Athlete.

In addition to the aforementioned nominations for Best Male
and Female Tennis Player and Best Male and Female International
Athlete, there was one other tennis player among this year's
awards' nominees. Serena Williams was on the short list for the
Best Championship Performance award, for her stunning run to
the Australian Open singles title in January; there she stormed to
the title ranked No.81 in the world, losing just three games to
Sharapova in a shockingly-lopsided final for her eighth major title.

The 15th annual ESPYs were hosted by Jimmy Kimmel and
LeBron James, and aired on ESPN on Sunday evening, July 15.
The Excellence in Sports Performance Yearly Awards rewards
team and individual achievements in athletics and sports during the
calendar year preceding a given ceremony.

Sanchez-Vicario, Sampras inducted into Hall of Fame

NEWPORT, RI, USA - On Saturday, July 14, the International Ten-
nis Hall of Fame inducted four more champions. The Class of 2007
was Pete Sampras, Arantxa Sanchez-Vicario, Sven Davidson and
Russ Adams. The official ceremony was held at Bill Talbert Center
Court at the International Tennis Hall of Fame in Newport.

Sampras, who won a record 14 Grand Slam singles titles, was
presented for induction by Paul Annacone, his long-time friend and
former coach. Sanchez-Vicario, a three-time French Open singles
champion and first Spanish woman to capture the US Open, was
presented by Stephanie Tolleson, who managed her Sony Erics-
son WTA Tour career. 1971 Hall of Famer Vic Seixas presented
Davidson, the first Swede to win a Grand Slam, while 1994 Hall of
Famer Bud Collins presented photographer Adams for induction.

Established in 1954, the International Tennis Hall of Fame was
recognized in 1986 as the sport's official Hall of Fame by the Inter-
national Tennis Federation, the governing body of tennis. With the
induction of the 2007 Class, 204 individuals representing 18 coun-
tries are honored in the International Tennis Hall of Fame.

Arantxa Sanchez-Vicario was born in Barcelona and was one of
the leading ladies in Spanish tennis. She won three singles titles at
Roland Garros (1989, 1994, 1998) and one US Open singles title
(1994). In total she won 14 titles in Grand Slam events: four sin-
gles, six doubles and four mixed doubles. In a career spanning 18
years, she accumulated 29 career singles titles and 67 doubles
titles. She ranked in the Top 10 for 11 years with a win-loss of 759-
295. She is a former No.1, holding the top spot for 12 weeks. She
was the first Spanish player to reach No.1 in singles and doubles,
and held the No.1 spot simultaneously in singles and doubles
(February 13, 1995), one of only four women to achieve that feat.

Sanchez-Vicario was a standout on Spain's Fed Cup team. She
played 16 years and was a significant force in all five of Spain's Fed
Cup-winning teams. As part of the most successful Fed Cup coun-
try in the last 10 years, Sanchez-Vicario compiled a 72-28 record
in 58 career ties. In doubles with Conchita Martinez, she had an
18-3 record, including a three set win over Gigi Fernandez and
Zina Garrison to lead Spain to its first Fed Cup in 1991. Sanchez-
Vicario also won four medals at the Olympics: singles bronze and
doubles silver in 1992; singles silver and doubles bronze in 1996.
She is the most decorated Olympian representing Spain.

2007 US Open prize money tops $19.6 million

WHITE PLAINS, NY, USA - The USTA announced on Wednesday,
July 11, that the 2007 US Open purse will top $19.6 million, up a
record $1 million, the largest single-year increase to US Open prize
money in history. In addition to the base purse of $19.6 million, the
top three men's and women's finishers in the US Open Series can
earn up to an additional $2.6 million in bonus prize money at the
US Open, providing a potential payout of $22.2 million. In addition,
the USTA is completing a $7.5 million renovation to player areas
including locker rooms, player lounge and state-of-the-art fithess
center. Both men's and women's US Open singles champions will
earn $1.4 million with the ability to earn an additional $1 million in
bonus prize money (for a total $2.4 million potential payout) based
on their performance in the US Open Series. In addition, both US
Open singles champions will receive a new Lexus automobile.

“Today's players are some of the most talented, competitive,
and hard working athletes in sports,” said Arlen Kantarian, Chief
Executive, Pro Tennis, USTA. “The increased prize money and
upgraded player facilities reflect the tremendous excitement and
entertainment they bring to the US Open.”

The 2007 US Open purse includes a 8.5% increase in men's
and women's singles prize money from the 2006 record payout,
and a 6% increase overall. In 2006 the base purse was $18.5 mil-
lion and an additional $1.1 million was paid in bonus prize money.
For the 35th straight year, the USTA will offer equal prize money to
men and women - a Grand Slam first and US Open tradition dating
back to 1973. Players also get per diem expense payments.
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The 2007 US Open is the culmination of the US Open Series,
the North American summer season of 10 ATP and Sony Ericsson
WTA Tour events that begins July 16. The USTA will offer up to an
additional $2.6 million in bonus prize money at the US Open to the
top three men's and top three women's singles finishers in the US
Open Series. The men's and women's winners of the US Open
Series will play for $1 million in bonus prize money at the US Open.
In addition, the second-place finishers can earn up to an additional
$500,000, while the third-place finishers in the US Open Series can
earn up to an additional $250,000. The US Open Series top finish-
ers will be determined by the US Open Series Lever 2000 Chal-
lenge bonus points awarded at each of the 10 US Open Series
events. Players must earn bonus points in at least two US Open
Series events in order to be eligible for bonus prize money.

The US Open Series is the six-week summer tennis season
linking 10 major ATP and Tour events to the US Open. Since its
inception in 2004, the US Open Series has doubled TV viewership
and increased event attendance, while generating new corporate
partnerships for the sport. In total, the 2006 US Open Series
events generated a record 1.6 million attendees, 137 million TV
viewers and nearly 28 million website visits. Last year, Andy Rod-
dick and Ana Ivanovic won it. The 2007 US Open will be held Mon-
day, August 27 through Sunday, September 9. 2007 US Open
Tickets can be purchased four ways: at usopen.org; by calling
Ticketmaster at 1-866-OPEN-TIX; at all Ticketmaster outlets; or at
the USTA Billie Jean King National Tennis Center box office.

Chakvetadze, Schnyder highlight Cincinnati field

CINCINNATI, OH, USA - Anna Chakvetadze and Patty Schnyder
highlight the field this week at the $175,000 Western & Southern
Financial Group Women's Open, currently in its fourth year as a
Tier Il summer hardcourt event on the Sony Ericsson WTA Tour.

Chakvetadze, who turned 20 earlier this season, was once one
of the most promising young stars around but has now certainly
arrived in the game's elite, cracking the Top 10 earlier this year and
during Wimbledon attaining a career-high ranking of No.7. Cur-
rently ranked No.8, she will be the No.1 seed in Cincinnati and will
be looking for her third title of the season, having won at Hobart
just before the Australian Open then at 's-Hertogenbosch just be-
fore Wimbledon. She is actually a perfect 4-0 in Sony Ericsson
WTA Tour finals, having also won Guangzhou and Moscow last fall.
Chakvetadze makes her Western & Southern Financial Group
Women's Open debut with a first round encounter with Tatiana
Poutchek. The two met for the first time just a few weeks ago at
Wimbledon, with Chakvetadze prevailing in straight sets, 62 61.

Schnyder will be making her third consecutive appearance at
this event, having won the title in her 2005 debut. A year ago she
reached the semifinals and held match point against Katarina Sre-
botnik before losing in a third set tie-break. But the Swiss, seeded
No.2 here, is coming off some strong showings in Europe, winning
15 of her last 19 matches, earning wins over Martina Hingis and
Serena Wililams and getting to the round of 16 at both Roland
Garros and Wimbledon. Her win here two years ago was her most
recent of 10 career Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles titles.

Schnyder opens her campaign with a first round meeting
against American Jill Craybas, against whom she is 2-0, winning in
three sets at the 2000 US Open and in two at 2006 Stanford.

Also seeded this week are Sania Mirza (No.3), Meilen Tu (No.4),
Aiko Nakamura (No.5), Elena Vesnina (No.6), Akiko Morigami
(No.7) and Severine Brémond (No.8). A rejuvenated Morigami is
perhaps the most dangerous of them at the moment, claiming her
first Sony Ericsson WTA Tour title at Prague in May and pushing
Venus Williams to the limits at Wimbledon, holding a 5-3 third set
lead before falling. She was runner-up here in 2005 to Schnyder.

Lindsay Davenport claimed the inaugural Western & Southern
Financial Group Women's Open title in 2004, beating Vera Zvon-
areva in the final. Schnyder beat Morigami in 2005 and Zvonareva
captured the title one year ago by beating Srebotnik in the final.

Zvonareva and Srebotnik withdrew from this year's event, the
Russian due to a left wrist injury and the Slovenian with back pain.
Other withdrawals included Serena Williams and Marion Bartoli.

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Krajicek headlines the draw in Palermo

PALERMO, ltaly - Several of the Sony Ericsson WTA Tour's finest
exponents of clay-court tennis will head to Sicily this week to com-
pete for the 17th Internazionali Femminili di Tennis di Palermo. The
$145,000, Tier IV event is one of the final opportunities for players
to showcase their expertise on the red dirt before the summer hard
court swing commences. In-form Dutch teen Michaella Krajicek
returns to the Sicilian capital for the second year in succession and
this time she will top the seedings at the Country Time Club. The
18-year-old comes into the tournament fresh from a maiden Grand
Slam quarterfinal appearance at Wimbledon and currently sits at a
career-high No.32. A year ago Krajicek fell in the second round
and she will be hoping for a longer stay this week, kicking off her
campaign against No.109 Eva Birnerova of the Czech Republic.

Martina Mller sits just one place below Krajicek in the world
rankings and is seeded No.2. After an impressive year on Tour in
2006 - in which she rose more than 70 places in the rankings -
Muller has struggled this season, winning just 10 matches and
failing to progress beyond the round of 16 in any event. In 2005
the 24-year-old German battled through three rounds of qualifying
before making it all the way to the quarterfinals, but last year she
fell at the first hurdle to lucky loser, Maria José Martinez Sanchez.

Also seeded this week are Polish teen Agnieszka Radwanska
(No.3), three-time clay court Tour singles champion Emilie Loit
(No.4), this year's Bogota champion Roberta Vinci (No.5), French
up-and-comer Aravane Rezai (No.6), Estonia's Kaia Kanepi (No.7)
and Hungarian teenage sensation Agnes Szavay (No.8). There are
also several dangerous unseeded players lurking in the singles
main draw, including three-time clay court tournament winner
Flavia Pennetta, 2006 Bogota champion Lourdes Dominguez Lino
and high-flying Danish 17-year-old Caroline Wozniacki.

The Internazionali Fermminili di Tennis di Palermo is in its 17th
year as a Tour event, but one familiar name will not be returning to
Sicily this year. Anabel Medina Garrigues has won the event for the
past three years, but the Spaniard has elected not to defend her
title this year. Medina Garrigues also triumphed in 2001 and other
past champions include Dinara Safina (2003), Mariana Diaz-Oliva
(2002), Henrieta Nagyova (2000) and Anastasia Myskina (1999).
Irina Spirlea and Mary Pierce dominated the event in the 1990s,
with both players winning back-to-back titles during the decade.

Just one player was forced to pull out of the main draw, that
being Croatia’s Karolina Sprem, due to a left wrist injury. The for-
mer Top 20 player has been out of action since the European clay
court season, her last tournament coming in Rome in May.
