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STANFORD, CA, USA - Six finals, six titles - 
Anna Chakvetadze maintained her perfect re-
cord in Sony Ericsson WTA Tour finals with a 
straight set championship win over Sania Mirza 
at the Bank of the West Classic, the fourth title 
of the year for her and the sixth of her career. 
     After some closely-contested beginnings to 
both sets, the top-seeded Chakvetadze broke 
away from her unseeded opponent, winning 
three of the last four games of the first set and 
every one of the last four games of the second 
set for a routine 63 62 victory, her third victory 
in the pairing's three career encounters. It was 
a much more comprehensive affair than a three 
set battle in the semifinals of Cincinnati just 
over a week ago, which Chakvetadze also won. 
     “I had some trouble with my serve in the first 
set but my win yesterday helped me because I 
started to concentrate on every point,” said 
Chakvetadze, who won a three-setter against 
an in-form Daniela Hantuchova in Saturday's 
semifinals. “I was trying to move Sania around 
the court and it worked well for me today.” 
     “After I lost the first set she just dominated - 
hats off to her, she played her some great ten-
nis this week,” Mirza said. “She comes up with 
her best in the final and I'm really impressed. I 
wasn't hitting the ball as well today as I have 
this week, but we were both really tired from a 
lot of tennis the last couple of weeks. But that's 
the way it is, she just handled it better today.” 
     Chakvetadze brings home her sixth career 
Tour singles title, having won titles at Guang-
zhou and Moscow last fall and at Hobart, 's-
Hertogenbosch, Cincinnati and now Stanford 
this year. She is just the third player this year to 
win four or more titles, after world No.1 Justine 
Henin (five) and No.3 Jelena Jankovic (four). 
     “I have to play only in the United States,” 
joked Chakvetadze, now 9-0 on the summer 
hardcourts, having gone 5-0 in Cincinnati last 
week and 4-0 here. “It's great here. I like the 
food, I like the people; I just enjoy being here.” 
     After the match, Chakvetadze had nothing 
but praise for her championship challenger. 
     “It's great for Sania; she's a great girl and 
has so much support,” Chakvetadze said. “She 
had a great week this week. In Cincinnati we

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had so many errors and it wasn't good to 
watch. But we were both playing better here.” 
     Mirza enjoyed what was arguably her ca-
reer-best week, beating two of the Top 20 for 
the first time in the same event (Tatiana Golovin 
and Patty Schnyder), and making her first final 
at the Tier II level or above. Having missed over 
two months in the spring after knee surgery at 
the beginning of March, the young Indian 
seems to be back in her top match form. 
     “Mentally and physically I'm tired, but I've 
had a great week,” Mirza added. “It has shown 
me that I can play good tennis consistently for 
the whole week - not that I played an ugly 
match today, but physically I don't think I took 
it as well as she did. But this gives me lots 
more confidence that I can go deep into a lot 
more tournaments. Playing Morigami in the first 
round is not the easiest draw you can ask for, 
either - she has been playing well all year.” 
     Both finalists made significant movements 
up the ranks with their performances, Chakve-
tadze rising to a new career-high No.6 in the 
world (from No.7), and Mirza shifting from

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BAD GASTEIN, Austria - With one last volley winner and an audible 
cry of "Si!", Francesca Schiavone finally earned her first career 
Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles title in Bad Gastein, Austria on 
Sunday afternoon, taking down Yvonne Meusburger in front of her 
home crowd for the inaugural Gastein Ladies title. It was a long 
time coming for the Italian, who had been winless in eight finals. 
     Schiavone was the craftier player on Sunday, using angles and 
drop shots to perfection on the red clay and jumping out to a 61 
31 lead against Meusburger. Meusburger's flat ground game 
started hitting the mark as Schiavone was seemingly tightening up, 
with the Austrian winning three straight games to move ahead 4-3 
in the second set; but the top seed wasn't about to let her ninth 
chance slip, and she eventually closed it out in straight sets, 61 64. 
     “She started playing much better in the second set, and I said 
to myself, ‘If she's going to play like this then I'll raise my level too, 
and if she beats me like that then that's okay,’” Schiavone said. 
“But I never thought about maybe losing the ninth final. You just 
have to focus point by point and not think about the past or future, 
just the present. When I hit that last shot, I had strong emotions.” 
     “I was really happy to play the final,” Meusburger said after the 
match. “I was a little bit nervous, but I played a really great match 
and had a lot of fun. I kept fighting and always believed I could win, 
but at the end she was really strong and she was fighting too.” 
     The 2007 Gastein Ladies title puts an end to Schiavone's dubi-
ous Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles finals record, which included 
three championship match losses in each of the last two seasons. 
     “The most important thing for me is to enjoy this; I don't care if 
it's a Tier I, Tier II, Tier III or Tier 10, it's my first title,” the 27-year-
old Italian said humorously afterwards. “I don't care about which 
tournament it is, just that for the first time I've finally won a title.” 
     Schiavone had been struggling for form prior to her week in 
Austria, going 14-15 on the season coming in and winning back-
to-back matches just twice in reaching the quarterfinals of Doha 
and the third round of Roland Garros. But the feisty Italian walks 
away from this event 19-15 and a Top 30 player once again. Early 
last year, Schiavone rose to No.11 in the world, equaling the best 
ever Tour Singles Ranking for an Italian woman (Silvia Farina Elia). 
     Meusburger was the darling of the tournament, upsetting three 
seeds, including Schiavone's projected final opponent, namely 
No.2 seed Emilie Loit, en route to her first Tour singles final. The 
run was her first time to reach even a quarterfinal on the Tour. 
     “She was playing very tough and had a wonderful week, but I

am happy because I also had a very good week,” said the Aus-
trian, who was bidding to become the ninth Austrian in Tour history 
to claim a singles title. “I've learned a lot from this match. I just 
want to keep playing as many matches as I can and have fun.” 
     Meusburger was also bidding to become the ninth Austrian in 
Tour history to capture a singles title on home soil, after Barbara 
Paulus, Barbara Schett and Judith Floimair-Wiesner also did it. 
     Czech pair Lucie Hradecka and Renata Voracova took home 
the doubles honors Sunday, with a 63 75 championship victory 
over the tournament’s top seeds, Agnes Szavay and Vladimira 
Uhlirova. The No.3-seeded Hradecka and Voracova were pushed 
to match tie-breaks in their first two rounds but cruised through 
their ultimate two rounds in straight sets. Szavay was coming off 
her career-first Tour singles title in Palermo, and had also made a 
singles quarterfinal run here, falling to eventual champ Schiavone. 
     The Gastein Ladies, held on the red clay courts of Stubnerko-
gel, was making its inaugural appearance as a Tour stop this year. 

No.35 to No.31, which was her previous high. Both head to San 
Diego hoping to continue their solid summer hardcourt seasons. 
     For the first time in over four years, the two singles finalists also 
went to battle in the doubles final, but the roles were reversed this 
time as the No.3-seeded team of Sania Mirza and Shahar Peer 
beat unseeded Victoria Azarenka and Anna Chakvetadze in two 
sets, 64 76(5). Mirza now holds three Tour doubles titles this year 
(six overall), while Peer won her first of the year (her third overall). 
     “However many times you play Anna you never get used to her 
shots, and you can see she made some great angles,” Mirza said. 
“But we played well, volleyed well. It was a final; even though I was 

tired, Shahar was fresh and as a team we played really well.” 
     “The main thing is we work really well together,” Peer declared. 
“If one of us is down, the other brings them up. The main thing is 
that we have a good time playing together on the tennis court.” 
     Other players making noise in the summer's first US Open Se-
ries event were eventual quarterfinalists Olga Govortsova and Lilia 
Osterloh. Belarusian teenager Govortsova beat a No.5-seeded 
Peer for her career-first Top 20 victory, while American wild card 
Osterloh downed No.2-seeded Wimbledon finalist Marion Bartoli 
for her second-best career win. Both women also reached the 
quarterfinals in Cincinnati last week, Govortsova falling to Mirza 
and Osterloh falling to Uzbekistani Akgul Amanmuradova.

France’s Marion Bartoli did not enjoy a successful follow-up event 
to Wimbledon, falling to an inspired Lilia Osterloh in the second 
round of Stanford. Despite being injured - she asked for the trainer 
during the first set and was diagnosed with a right quadriceps 
strain - Bartoli kept fighting, rallying from 5-2 down and a set point 
while trailing 5-4 to win the first set; but her heart was not enough 
to combat her ailments as Osterloh began moving an obviously-
hindered Frenchwoman from side to side more and more en route 
to victory. It was Osterloh’s seventh career Top 20 win, and her 
second-best after her lone career Top 10 victory, when she beat a 
No.5-ranked Mary Pierce at Tokyo [Pan Pacific] in 2000. 
     "It's a great feeling to beat someone who beat the No.1 and 
No.3 players in the world at Wimbledon,” said Osterloh, who 
reached her first Sony Ericsson WTA Tour quarterfinal of the year 
the week before at Cincinnati. “It really helps my confidence a lot.”

Henin continues No.1 reign 

Maria Sharapova needed to get to the final and Jelena Jankovic 
needed to win the title; none of that happened during the Wimble-
don fortnight, and because of that Justine Henin secured her stay 
at No.1 on the Sony Ericsson WTA Tour Singles Rankings. 
     All of her closest rivals’ No.1 scenarios crumbled with fourth 
round losses, Sharapova to Venus Williams and Jankovic to Marion 
Bartoli. The Russian was more likely to ascend to the top, having 
to win the title with Henin falling before the final or finishing runner-
up with Henin falling before the quarterfinals, but it wasn’t to be. 
     Henin first ascended to No.1 on October 20, 2003; she be-
came the first player in Tour history to lose it a week later, but she 
returned to No.1 on November 10, 2003, holding it until Septem-
ber 12, 2004, after the US Open. That was 45 weeks in total. She 
re-ascended on November 13, 2006, holding it for 11 more weeks 
to bring her total to 56. She began her fourth stint at No.1 at Miami 
this year; this week coming up she notches her 76th week on top. 
She is No.7 on the all-time list, and just 22 weeks away from No.6. 
     This chart lists the 15 women to have held No.1 in order of lon-
gevity, all numbers dating from November 3, 1975 when computer 
rankings were introduced, through the week of July 30, 2007:

Tour, ITF reach 2008 Olympic agreement 

LONDON, Great Britain - The ITF and the Sony Ericsson WTA Tour 
have announced the successful completion of negotiations to 
award ranking points for women at the 2008 Olympic Tennis Event 
in Beijing. Ranking points were also awarded for Athens 2004. 
     The agreement means that the ITF, Tour and the International 
Olympic Committee have agreed to some entry criteria for women 
for the 2008 Olympic Tennis Event. Tour Rankings will be used as 
the basis for determining the top 56 direct acceptances in the 64-
player singles draw for women, subject to limitations outlined be-
low as well as existing eligibility requirements. Depending on the 
singles rankings of their women players, nations can be eligible for 
up to four entries into the singles and may be able to nominate a 
separate doubles team for direct acceptance if a doubles player is 
ranked in the top ten. By virtue of this agreement, the maximum 
number of players on-site per country is raised from four to six. Six 
of the remaining eight places will be selected by the ITF's Olympic 
Committee taking into consideration ranking and geographic distri-
bution of nations, as well as two Tripartite Commission Invitations 
decided by the IOC, National Olympic Committees and the ITF. 
     ITF President Francesco Ricci Bitti said: “This is an important 
step forward for the 2008 Olympic Tennis Event and I want to 
thank Larry Scott and the Board of the Sony Ericsson WTA Tour 
for their support and cooperation in finalising this agreement. This 
decision means that more of the top women players will be eligible 
to compete in Beijing and that is good news for everyone.” 

     Larry Scott, CEO of the Sony Ericsson WTA Tour, said: “The 
Olympic Games represents the essence of sport in so many ways, 
and we are thrilled to again award Sony Ericsson WTA Tour rank-
ing points for the women's Tennis Event at the 2008 Olympic 
Games in Beijing. The agreement announced today is intended to 
ensure that all direct acceptance players are selected based on 
merit, which is a principle of the utmost importance and one that is 
consistent with the spirit of the Olympic Games. Today's an-
nouncement is also a demonstration of the Tour's strong support 
for the Olympic Tennis Event, as ranking points help add both im-
portance and reward for player performance at the Olympics.” 
     Ricci Bitti added: “The ITF is still in negotiations with the ATP 
regarding ranking points for the men players for Beijing. The ATP 
awarded ranking points for the Olympic Tennis Event in 2000 and 
2004 and we are hopeful that they will do the same for 2008.” 
     The Olympic Tennis Event will be played from Sunday, August 
10, through Sunday, August 17, 2008 at the new Olympic Tennis 
Centre in Beijing, China. The competition will include men's and 
women's singles (64 draws) and men's and women's doubles (32 
draws). Tennis was a part of the first modern Olympic Games in 
1896. The first woman to win an Olympic medal in any sport was 
tennis player Charlotte Cooper (GBR) at the 1900 Olympic Games 
in Paris. After the 1924 Paris Games, tennis withdrew from the 
Olympics but returned as a demonstration event in 1984 Los An-
geles and returned as a full medal sport in 1988 Seoul.

STOCKHOLM, Sweden - Spain’s Anabel Medina Garrigues and 
Poland’s Agnieszka Radwanska will top the bill at this week's Nor-
dea Nordic Light Open, as four of the world's Top 50 visit Scandi-
navia for Sony Ericsson WTA Tour's lone European summer hard-
court event. With less than a month until the start of the year's final 
Grand Slam, all 32 players in the field for the Tier IV event will be 
looking to find their feet on the surface before crossing the Atlantic. 
     Medina Garrigues is making her third appearance at the tourna-
ment and she will be keen to improve on her previous showings - 
second-round exits in 2003 and 2005. She has experienced an 
inconsistent year on Tour, winning just four matches in the opening 
three months of the season before reviving her fortunes during the 
clay-court swing – which included her seventh career title run in 
Stasbourg. Medina Garrigues is currently No.30 in the world and in 
the opening round she will face experienced German campaigner 
Sandra Kloesel, in what will be the pair's first career meeting. 
     One of the Tour's brightest stars, Radwanska, will be making 
her debut in the Stockholm main draw this week and after a prom-
ising season - in which the 18-year-old has made quarterfinal runs 
in Istanbul and Palermo as well as rising to a career-best ranking of 
No.33 - the No.2 seed will be hoping for a good showing at the 
Stockholm Olympic stadium. 12 months ago the Krakow based 
youngster fell in the final round of qualifying in the Swedish capital 
and she will be looking to banish those memories when she steps 
on court 1 for her first-round match with Tatjana Malek on Monday. 
     A mere 36 ranking spots separate the top seed from the No.8 
and consequently this week's tournament promises to be ex-
tremely competitive. Experienced Frenchwoman Emilie Loit will be 
making her second appearance at the Nordea Nordic Light Open 
and she will hope to recapture the form which took her all the way 
to the semifinals in 2005. The 28-year-old is the No.3 seed this 
week and after a year which has seen the talented left-hander cap-
ture the third title of her career - in Acapulco - and force her way 
back into the Top 40, she is sure to be among the favorites to lift 
the trophy come Sunday. Kaia Kanepi, the tournament's No.4 
seed, did not have to travel far to compete this week, coming from 
just over the Baltic sea in Estonia and will hope to maintain the 
form which saw her reach the quarterfinal in Bad Gastein last 
week. The remaining seeds this week include Nathalie Dechy, 
Elena Vesnina and the ever-improving Italian Karin Knapp. 

SAN DIEGO, CA, USA - Four of the world's Top 10 will head to 
San Diego this week to battle it out for the Acura Classic, this sum-
mer's first Tier I hardcourt title. Reigning champ Maria Sharapova 
will top the list of seeds at the $1,340,000 event, but with such a 
stellar line-up the competition will be fierce in southern California. 
     World No.2 Sharapova comes into the event still searching for 
her first title of the season, but with her spectacular run to last 
year's championship at the La Costa Resort and Spa still fresh in 
the memory she will not be short of confidence. Her triumph 12 
months ago was the catalyst for a memorable summer, in which 
the Russian compiled a 15-1 win-loss record on American hard-
courts, culminating in her second Grand Slam triumph at the US 
Open. Sharapova has enjoyed a solid year so far and despite hav-
ing to contend with a nagging right shoulder injury for much of the 
past six months, she has compiled an impressive 26-8 record, with 
runner-up finishes at the Australian Open and in Birmingham. 
     Serbian superstar Jelena Jankovic is the No.2 seed and after 
the spectacular year she has had, few would bet against her add-
ing the Acura Classic to her burgeoning list of titles. The 22-year-
old from Belgrade has already captured four pieces of silverware 
this season, including the Tier I titles in Charleston and Rome, and 
will be eager to improve on her third round showing in California 12 
months ago. This defeat was followed up by a runner-up finish in 
Los Angeles, before reaching her maiden major semifinal at Flush-
ing Meadows and with her all-court game Jankovic is confident of 
getting her American adventure off to a flying start this week. 
     Anna Chakvetadze, the event's No.3 seed, has been another of 
2007's standout performers, winning four tournaments – Hobart, 
's-Hertogenbosch and the last two weeks in Cincinnati and Stan-
ford - and cementing her place in the world's Top 10. The 20-year-
old Muscovite has had quarterfinal showings in each of her previ-
ous visits to San Diego and will certainly be among the favorites. 
     In addition to the Top 16 seeds, which also include the likes of 
Nadia Petrova, Marion Bartoli, Daniela Hantuchova, Martina Hingis 
and Dinara Safina, another player who is likely to have a significant 
say on where the title will end up is three-time Acura Classic cham-
pion and recent Wimbledon winner, Venus Williams. The 27-year-
old was born in California and the tournament holds a special place 
in her heart, having taken home the title three years running be-
tween 2000 and 2002. She opens with Anastasia Rodionova.
