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Serena Wins in Charleston 
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CHARLESTON, SC, USA - Serena Williams put 
the finishing touches to championship clay 
court form with a hard-fought 64 36 63 victory 
against Vera Zvonareva in the Family Circle Cup 
final. It is her third clay court title, following title 
runs in 2002 at Rome and Roland Garros. 
     In spite of her No.5 seeding, Williams was 
considered by many as one of the two or three 
top contenders at the Tier I event, alongside 
top seed Jelena Jankovic and No.2 seed Maria 
Sharapova. After all she came into Charleston 
on a 10-match winning streak that brought her 
back-to-back titles at Bangalore and Miami. 
But Jankovic fell to No.9 seed Vera Zvonareva 
in the quarters and Williams beat Sharapova in 
the same round; Williams was the only one still 
standing in Sunday's championship match. 
     No.9 seed Zvonareva was building her own 
momentum on the other half, following up her 
62 36 62 win over Jankovic with a harder-
fought 63 67(2) 63 win over No.4 seed Elena 
Dementieva in the semis. With her wins over 
the No.5-ranked Jankovic and No.8-ranked 
Dementieva, it was the first time ever the Rus-
sian took two Top 10 scalps at the same event. 
     The final was incredibly competitive with 
both players hitting solidly from all areas of the 
court and breaks of serve few and far between. 
Williams drew first blood in the third game of 
the first set, breaking for a 2-1 lead and hang-
ing on for 6-4. Zvonareva retaliated in the sec-
ond set, breaking for 4-2 then holding on for a 
6-3 win. With that it seemed like when Zvon-
areva broke for 2-1 in the third it was over; but 
Williams has never been one to follow a trend. 
     “I'm not one to be counted out, even if I'm 
down 5-0 and match point,” Williams said. “I 
felt like I was making a lot of errors today and 
needed to relax, more than I did my other 
matches. I felt if I could just make some more 
shots I'd be fine. I started making some, buck-
led down and just did what I needed to do.” 
     Having struggled with consistency until that 
point, a resilient Williams tightened her game up 
and broke back straight away for 2-all, then 
again for 5-3 before serving out the victory. 
     “I just wanted to stay focused, and I wanted 
to win really badly at that point in the third set.

That crowd was definitely behind me. It makes 
me want to come back. If this was the only 
tournament I could play, it makes me want to 
come. It's been a great week. I love it. I love it.” 
     “She can come up with the big shots at the 
key moments, and that's what she did today,” 
Zvonareva said. “She never made a mistake 
when I was up, and she didn't give me any 
chances. It was hard to predict who was going 
to win it until the last time she broke me.” 
     Zvonareva has also had a phenomenal start 
to the season, highlighted by her two runs to 
Tier I finals, at Doha and here at Charleston. 
     “It has been a great start to the season for 
me, especially since I got injured before my first 
final of the year and I wasn't able to play for 
one month. It just feels great, but there are 
many more tournaments to come and I'm go-
ing to try to do my best in those as well.” 
     Williams is now the second player this year 
to win three Sony Ericsson WTA Tour titles, 
after titles at Bangalore and Miami. Sharapova 
has also won three, at the Australian Open, 
Doha and Amelia Island. She now looks to the 
European clay season to build on that tally. 
     Other headlines during the week included 
Alizé Cornet breaking through to her first Tier I 
semi before falling to eventual champ Williams, 
and the blockbuster quarterfinal clash between 
the American and Sharapova. Also grabbing a 
piece of 2008 Family Circle Cup glory were 
Katarina Srebotnik and Ai Sugiyama, who won 
the doubles trophy, becoming the first Slove-
nian and Japanese players in the tournament's 
35-year history to win the team competition.

Kirilenko Completes Estoril Sweep 

In Estoril prior to 2008, Kirilenko was 0-2 in singles and 0-1 in doubles, but this 
time she went 5-0 in singles and 4-0 in doubles with Pennetta.

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ESTORIL, Portugal - It was a week to remember for young Russian 
Maria Kirilenko on the clay courts of Estoril. On Saturday she won 
the doubles title and on Sunday she captured her third career Sony 
Ericsson WTA Tour singles title, taking out the Czech Republic’s 
Iveta Benesova in straight sets in the championship final, 64 62. 
     Seeded second behind one of the Tour's best clay court play-
ers, Flavia Pennetta, Kirilenko didn't start the tournament as much 
of a favorite for the trophy, and even less so after struggling to a 
three set win in her first match of the week against qualifier Stefa-
nie Vogele. But Pennetta stumbled in her second match to un-
seeded Benesova and from there Kirilenko's spirits started to look 
up, with recent Viña del Mar and Acapulco winner Pennetta gone. 
     After the aforementioned first round struggle, Kirilenko was 
much more on top of her game during the rest of the week, defeat-
ing Petra Cetkovska and No.5 seed Tathiana Garbin in straight 
sets in her next two rounds and surviving a thriller against No.6 
seed Klara Zakopalova in the semifinals, rallying from an opening 
set blowout to prevail and reach the final with a 26 63 75 victory. 
     On the other side of the draw, Benesova was consolidating the 
momentum from her upset of Pennetta, beating No.8 seed Camille 
Pin in the quarterfinals and Maret Ani in the semifinals. But by the 
weekend, Kirilenko had built up too much momentum, and after 
falling behind 3-1 early on went into overdrive, reeling off 11 of the 
14 games remaining for the one-hour, 24-minute, straight set win. 
     “I feel great after winning the first clay court title of my career,” 
Kirilenko said. “I had never won a match in Estoril and this year I 
won both the singles and the doubles title of the Estoril Open. This 
is just great and I am very, very happy how this tournament went. It 
will be good for my self-confidence going into the clay court sea-
son. What else can I say... It has been a fantastic week!” 
     Kirilenko improves to 3-2 lifetime in Tour singles finals, having 
earned titles at Beijing in 2005 and Kolkata in 2007 and finished 
runner-up at Hyderabad in 2004 (to Nicole Pratt) and Seoul in 
2007 (to Venus Williams). Of particular note for the Russian is that 
this was the first time in her career to reach the quarterfinals or 
better at a clay court event - and she went all the way to the title. 
     Benesova was playing her first Tour singles final in over two 
years, and is now 1-5 lifetime in those, prevailing at Acapulco in 
2004 (where she upset Pennetta in the final) and finishing runner-
up at Bratislava in 2002, Estoril and Forest Hills in 2004 and Hobart 
in 2006. In the 2004 Estoril final, she lost to France’s Emilie Loit. 
     “I’m disappointed after losing the final,” Benesova said. “I had 
chances, especially in the first set. But overall, I had a very good 
week at the Estoril Open. Despite the loss today it was a good 
tournament and it should hopefully get me back to the Top 100.” 

     A day before the singles final, Kirilenko and Flavia Pennetta put 
the finishing touches on their first doubles trophy run on the Tour, 
beating Mervana Jugic-Salkic and Ipek Senoglu in the final, 64 64. 
They won the first set routinely then rallied from 3-1 down in the 
second to prevail in straight sets. It was a fourth career Tour dou-
bles title for Russia’s Kirilenko and the third for Italy’s Pennetta, in 
their very first tournament playing together as a doubles team. 
     “It is the first time we played together and it is just great that we 
were able to win here at Estoril right away,” Pennetta said on Sat-
urday evening after the final. “I think we played very well together. 
Winning a title is not so easy, so I am very happy how this week 
went. I hope it won't be the last tournament we play together.” 
     “Flavia and I had a lot of fun on court and I think that was one of 
the reasons we played so well here,” Kirilenko commented. “It 
wasn't easy today, especially with the weather conditions, but we 
managed and I am very happy we could win this tournament.” 
     Kirilenko is the second player this year to win the singles and 
doubles at a Tour event, following Lindsay Davenport's dual crown 
at Memphis (where she won the doubles with Lisa Raymond).

I’m going to change my mind. This was my first time playing on 
green clay and I didn’t expect that I’d play so well on it so quickly.” 
Sorana Cirstea, who notched her first Top 10 win against Anna 
Chakvetadze en route to the third round of her Charleston debut.

It was a clash of the two hottest players of the year so far, as Maria 
Sharapova and Serena Williams went to war in a much-hyped 
quarterfinal match at the Family Circle Cup. Sharapova had her 
chances in the first set, building a 5-3 lead and holding set point at 
5-4; but from set point down Williams bounced back in a big way, 
winning 15 of 17 points to rally back and take a one set lead. 
Sharapova retaliated in the second set but Williams came out on 
top again in the third, racing out to a 5-0 lead and closing the 
match out two games later. It was her third straight win over 
Sharapova and put her to 5-2 lifetime against the Russian. 
     “It was definitely emotion; I was definitely more focused,” Wil-
liams said on the third set. “I think Maria is playing really well on the 
clay; she’s sliding better than she was last year, so it’s good for 
her. I think I’m doing well on the clay too. It was a different experi-
ence playing her on clay rather than hard or grass, obviously.”
