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Unstoppable Safina Wins in Montréal

Recovers from back-to-back three-setters
then routs Cibulkova for third title of season

MONTREAL, Canada - One of the most in-form
players from the clay season only seems to be
getting hotter on summer hardcourts. Playing a
final for the fifth time in six events, Dinara Safina
was immaculate against Dominika Cibulkova at
the Rogers Cup presented by National Bank,
cruising to her third Sony Ericsson WTA Tour
singles title of the year with a 62 61 victory.

Safina, who was the No.7 seed at the Tier |
event, blew through her first two matches of
the week against Anastasia Rodionova and
No.9 seed Patty Schnyder, but her next two
rounds wouldn't be as routine. She rallied back
from a 62 20 deficit to defeat No.4 seed Svet-
lana Kuznetsova in the quarterfinals, 26 63 62,
then regrouped after a lopsided second set
loss to end No.11 seed Victoria Azarenka's run
at 10:40pm on Saturday night, 60 26 63.

In the bottom half of the draw, Cibulkova
was making a far less expected run. Unseeded,
she beat No.5 seed Elena Dementieva, No.12
seed Nadia Petrova and No.2 seed Jelena
Jankovic en route to the semis, all in straight
sets, no less. Her toughest test came on Satur-
day as she took on No.10 seed Marion Bartoli
the pair fought through tough points and
lengthy rain delays before Cibulkova closed out
the Frenchwoman at 10:23pm, 46 64 63.

When the two met in the final there was a
clear frontrunner, however; whether it was be-
cause of Safina's impressive form or Cibulk-
ova's long week of upsets catching up with her,
the Russian's 68-minute win was a clinic from
the start, as she not only overpowered the Slo-
vak from all areas of the court but also outral-
lied her when the points were drawn out, dou-
ble-faulting on her first match point but sealing
it with a second serve ace on her next one.

“My experience helped me in the final; I'm
sure Dominika's time will come soon,” Safina
said. “It's the first time in my life I've won back-
to-back tournaments; | used to win a tourna-
ment then lose first round the next week. But
now I'm always just taking it one match at a
time. It's a new experience for me and really
just amazing. I'm so happy to win today.”

“I was nervous in my first big final," Cibulk-
ova said. “I'm kind of upset with how | played in

the final. | wanted to have a good match
against Dinara. But | think she played really
well. I hope in my next final | will play better.”
Safina began 2008 with an 11-10 record,
reaching quarterfinals at two events but suffer-
ing pre-quarterfinal exits seven times. Since
hitting the red clay of Berlin she has been ar-
guably the hottest player on the Tour however,
winning trophies at Berlin, Los Angeles and
Montréal and finishing runner-up at Roland
Garros and 's-Hertogenbosch. Her only pre-
final defeat of this stretch came at Wimbledon,
where she fell to Shahar Peer in the third round
in a match that lasted over three hours and
saw Safina up 5-3 in the third set at one point.
It was a week of surprises for the world's
Top 4 players. The eventual finalists took out
Jankovic and Kuznetsova in the quarterfinals
but world No.1 Ana Ivanovic and world No.3
Maria Sharapova fell even earlier, with Ivanovic
losing to Tamira Paszek in the third round and
Sharapova withdrawing prior to her third round
match against Ai Sugiyama with a right shoul-
der injury. Incidentally, that injury has caused
her to withdraw from the Olympics and US
Open and may sideline her for three months.
The doubles final, pitting doubles world
No.1s Cara Black and Liezel Huber against
unseeded duo Maria Kirilenko and Flavia Pen-
netta, followed the singles final, with Black and
Huber crushing the Russian-Italian combo eas-
iy, 61 61. Black and Huber have now won
seven Tour doubles titles so far this season.
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Wozniacki Wins First Title in Stockholm

Eighteen-year-old becomes first Danish player ever to win a Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles title

STOCKHOLM, Sweden - One of the most promising young stars in
the women's game won her first Sony Ericsson WTA Tour title very
close to home, as Caroline Wozniacki stormed through the draw at
the Nordea Nordic Light Open in Stockholm without losing a set.

Wozniacki first began making noise in 2006 and 2007, reaching
the quarterfinals or better five times and cracking the Top 100 last
summer; but she has upped the ante in a big way this year, reach-
ing the quarters or better four times (including once at a Tier | and
once at a Tier Il), getting into the second week of a Grand Slam for
the first time (at the Australian Open) and notching three Top 10
wins (two over Marion Bartoli, one over Svetlana Kuznetsova).

Coming into Stockholm as the world's No.26-ranked player
everyone knew she would be tough to beat. Seeded No.4, she
rolled through her first three matches of the week losing just 12
games in six sets (including a 61 63 drubbing of No.5 seed Anabel
Medina Garrigues in the quarterfinals). The difficulty level shot up
as Saturday's semifinals were rained out, meaning whomever
would be champion had to win back-to-back matches on the Sun-
day. And Wozniacki did just that, taking out No.1 seed and de-
fending champion Agnieszka Radwanska routinely in the morning,
64 61, then routing Vera Dushevina in the afternoon, 60 62.

“I'm very happy I've won my first title!” Wozniacki beamed. “It's
always tough to play two matches on the same day, but Vera had
to do it as well. At the start | had her under pressure and | think
that frustrated her. She played better in the second set and began
putting pressure on me instead. She had break points at 2-all there
and | think getting out of that was the key to the match.”

Wozniacki's win over the No.10-ranked Radwanska was her
fourth Top 10 win of the year, and with her first Tour title in hand
she is certain to continue re-evaluating her goals for the 2008 sea-
son, as she quickly approaches the world's Top 20.

“In the beginning of the year my goal was to be in the Top 50,”
said the Dane, who turned 18 in July. “I've kept moving it up.”

Wozniacki is the highest of two Scandinavians in the Top 100.
The other, 68th-ranked Swede Sofia Arvidsson, withdrew from the
Nordea Nordic Light Open with a right knee injury. After Wozniacki
and Arvidsson, one has to go down to No.189 to find the next-
highest-ranked Scandinavian (Sweden's Johanna Larsson).

Wozniacki also became the first Danish player ever to win a
Tour singles title. She isn't the first to win a Tour title of any kind:

Wozniacki lost 19 games in winning the title, one game more than the record of
lowest games lost in winning a Tour singles title in 2008 (Davenport - Memphis).

Tine Scheuer-Larsen won seven Tour doubles titles in the ‘80s and
‘Q0s, partnering the likes of Mercedes Paz and Jana Novotna.
Dushevina had her own week to remember. Unseeded, she
didn't drop a set in reaching the final either, taking out No.2 seed
Agnes Szavay in the second round and No.3 seed Katarina Sre-
botnik in the semis before falling to Wozniacki, her second straight
runner-up finish here (losing to Radwanska in 2007). Her win over
world No.14 Szavay was her third Top 20 win of 2008, having de-
feated Patty Schnyder at Berlin and Maria Kirilenko at Wimbledon.
The doubles final, which followed the singles final, pitted two
Czech teams against each other. In the end it was No.4 seeds
Iveta Benesova and Barbora Zahlavova Strycova who prevailed,
beating Petra Cetkovska and Lucie Safarova in a tight one, 75 64.
This was the seventh year of the event, and the fifth year it has
been in Stockholm. In 2002 and 2003 the tournament made its
home in Helsinki, Finland, with Kuznetsova and Anna Smashnova
winning. Since moving to Stockholm in 2004, Alicia Molik, Srebot-
nik, Zheng Jie, Radwanska and now Wozniacki have triumphed.

Seventeen-year-old Austrian Tamira Paszek caused a stir in Mon-
tréal on Thursday night, surprising Ana Ivanovic, 62 16 62. It was
her first career Top 10 win - and over a world No.1, no less.

“The first thing | thought was, ‘Well girl, you made it. It's over,’*
she said. “The second thing was that it was my first Top 10 win.
I've had lots of chances before and had great matches but never
did that. It was also the first night match I've ever won. So there
were a lot of first times today. | don't know how, but | managed it.”

Paszek became the fourth-lowest-ranked player ever to beat a
world No.1 with her third round win over Ivanovic; her No.94 rank-
ing is bettered in that statistic only by then-No.129 Jelena Dokic
(who beat Martina Hingis in the first round of 1999 Wimbledon),
then-No0.133 Kim Clijsters (who beat Lindsay Davenport in the
2005 Indian Wells final) and most recently then-No.133 Zheng Jie
(who beat Ivanovic in the third round of Wimbledon last month).

Ivanovic spends last week at No.1... for now

When Justine Henin retired and immediately took her name off the
rankings, Maria Sharapova assumed the No.1 ranking for three
weeks. Ana Ivanovic ascended to the top spot upon winning her
first Grand Slam title at Roland Garros and this week will spend her
ninth straight week there. But it will be the last week of her current
stint, as Jelena Jankovic will be taking over on Monday, August 11,
it was announced on the weekend. Jankovic will become the sec-
ond Serb and 18th all-time player to be ranked No.1 in the world.
Cara Black spent her first 16 weeks at No.1 from October 17,
2005 to February 5, 2006. She spent two more between June 11
and 24, 2007, and began her third stint on July 9, 2007. This week
she gets her 57th straight (and 75th overall) week at No.1 in the
world. Liezel Huber joined her at No.1 on the 2007 year-end rank-
ings, and this week spends her 38th straight week on top. They
hold a significant lead over the No.3-ranked player in the world.

Safina clinches Olympus US Open Series, will go for $2.5 million

The 2008 Olympus US Open Series has completed its first three
legs and an insurmountable lead has been taken by Dinara Safina,
after she won back-to-back titles at the East West Bank Classic
presented by Herbalife in Los Angeles and the Rogers Cup pre-
sented by National Bank in Montréal. The Russian will now com-
pete for the largest payout in tennis history at the US Open - the
normal winner’s cheque at the year’s final Grand Slam would be
$1.5 million, but she would earn a $1 million bonus for winning the
US Open title as the Olympus US Open Series champion. The $2.5
million payout would be the biggest in tennis history (the winner of
the men’s Olympus US Open Series would also have a shot).

The second and third place spots will also get US Open bo-
nuses and there is some tight competition for those, with Marion
Bartoli currently in second and Dominika Cibulkova in third. Bartoli
was a finalist at Stanford and a semifinalist at Montréal; Cibulkova
was a quarterfinalist at Stanford and a finalist at Montréal.
