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O Canada! Wozniak Wins in Stanford

Beats Bartoli in final to become first Canadian
Tour singles champion in over 20 years

STANFORD, CA, USA - What started off as a
longshot at the beginning of the week quietly
began picking up steam, and on Sunday after-
noon a dream came true for Canada's No.1
player. Aleksandra Wozniak, ranked No.85 in
the world and a qualifier into the main draw,
went all the way to the Tier Il Bank of the West
Classic title in Stanford, California, becoming
the first Canadian in over 20 years to win a
Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles title.
Wozniak's unlikely run began with three
wins in qualifying, then continued with main
draw wins over No.8 seed Francesca
Schiavone, Sybille Bammer and Samantha
Stosur. She had never beaten a Top 20 player
before facing the No.20-ranked Schiavone but
ralied back from a lopsided first set loss to
change that. And nobody would have predicted
she would survive top seed Serena Williams in
the semis, but a left knee injury forced the
American No.1 to retire behind 62 31, giving
the Canadian No.1 a berth in the title match.
On the bottom half of the draw it was No.6
seed Marion Bartoli who made it through to the
final. She was nearly bundled out in the second
round by qualifier Anne Keothavong, rallying
from 4-1 down in the third set to win, 63 16 75;
that may have propelled her to new heights as
she played near-flawlessly to stun No.2 seed
and defending champion Anna Chakvetadze in
straight sets in the quarterfinals, then beat Ai
Sugiyama for the first time in six meetings in the
semifinals. Her win over Chakvetadze was her
first Top 10 win of the season, and by beating
Sugiyama she moved into her second-biggest
career singles final, after Wimbledon last year.
France's Bartoli and French Canada's
Wozniak went toe-to-toe with their powerful
groundstrokes in the final, and it was Wozniak
who ended up on top, twice rallying from a
break down in the first set and losing just five
points on serve in the second en route to a 75
63 win, her second Top 20 win of the week.
Wozniak became the fifth Canadian in his-
tory to win a Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles
title, following Patricia Hy-Boulais (at Taipei in
1986), Helen Kelesi (1986 Tokyo), Carling Bas-
sett-Seguso (1987 Strasbourg) and Jill Hether-

ington (1988 Wellington). Canadians have been
runners-up 11 times, including Wozniak falling
to Milagros Sequera at the Tier IV clay court
tournament in Fés, Morocco last season.

“It feels great,” Wozniak said. “It's my first
title on the Sony Ericsson WTA Tour and I'm
really excited and proud of what | have accom-
plished here, advancing through the qualifying
rounds and winning the title. Playing eight
matches in one week is never easy. | was really
excited and wanted to go out there, do my
best and not think about how tired | was.

“l focused so hard this week on winning
one match at a time. | believe in myself but |
never thought | would win this tournament.”

Wozniak also became the third qualifier this
season to go all the way to a Tour singles title,
after Nuria Llagostera Vives at Bogota and
Tamarine Tanasugarn at ‘'s-Hertogenbosch.
But those were both at smaller, Tier lll events.

Cara Black and Liezel Huber won their sixth
Tour doubles title of the year earlier in the day
with a 64 63 championship victory over un-
seeded Russian pair Elena Vesnina and Vera
Zvonareva. The Zimbabwean-American combo
has also won titles this year at Antwerp, Dubai,
Berlin, Birmingham and Eastbourne.
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Parmentier Wins in Bad Gastein

Frenchwoman captures second and biggest career Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles title

BAD GASTEIN, Austria - Intermittent rain wreaked havoc on the
tournament schedule all week long and the favorites were con-
stantly falling but in the end it was a picture perfect week on the
red clay courts of Bad Gastein for Pauline Parmentier, as the
Frenchwoman claimed the second and biggest Sony Ericsson
WTA Tour singles title of her career at the Gastein Ladies.

Ranked No.53 in the world and seeded No.4 behind the teen-
aged trio of Agnes Szavay, Alizé Cornet and Caroline Wozniacki,
Parmentier wasn't really on anyone's radar as a firm title hopeful at
the Tier Ill event. Although she held the No.4 seed there was a
huge ranking gap between her and the Top 3, who were all inside
the Top 30; she also had a losing record on the season coming in,
which included winning just one match in her last six clay court
events. A phoenix being reborn from the ashes is a common sight
in the tennis world, however, and this was no exception.

Parmentier ground out tight victories in her first three matches
of the tournament, most notably a 75 46 64 victory over Anna-
Lena Groenefeld in the second round and a 76(3) 63 decision
against last year's finalist Yvonne Meusburger in the quarterfinals, a
match in which she not only fought the Austrian but all of her home
crowd supporters as well. Parmentier now found herself in the
semifinals against No.1 seed Szavay and she was in top form,
crushing her huge topspin forehand to perfection during a 64 62
win. The win over the world No.14 was her first Top 20 win.

Meanwhile, in the bottom half of the draw, qualifier Lucie
Hradecka had emerged as a finalist. No.2 seed Cornet had retired
in her first match with a stomach illness and No.3 seed Wozniacki
lost her second match. Hradecka had taken out one seed (No.5
seed Timea Bacsinszky) en route to her first career singles final on
the Tour, in fact her first time even reaching the quarterfinals.

Although she had been to Tour finals five times previously - all in
doubles, winning four titles - Hradecka was no match for Parmen-
tier on Championship Sunday. She won four of the first five games
of the match but would still end up succumbing in routine straight
sets, 64 64. Parmentier took home her second career singles title,
following a Tier IV hardcourt triumph at Tashkent last fall.

‘I am very happy today; it was a perfect week,” Parmentier
said. “It was also a very difficult week because of all of the rain, and
because of the rain | had to play two matches yesterday, but when
you have a tougher week like this, the victory is much bigger. Now
| will enjoy two weeks of holiday. | just need to relax and enjoy it.”

The runner-up's initial disappointment at the singles loss was
softened later in the day. Lucie Hradecka and Andrea Hlavackova
captured the Gastein Ladies doubles title with a 63 63 win over

Bulgarian-Serbian duo Sesil Karatantcheva and Natasa Zoric in the
final. Hradecka improved to 5-1 lifetime in Tour doubles finals.

“Of course | am a little disappointed about today's singles
match,” Hradecka said afterwards. “l was 4-1 up and managed to
lose the set. But Pauline played very well, especially on the impor-
tant points. And for me this is still an unbelievable week. | reached
the final in singles and doubles too, which is amazing.”

It was a triumph in itself that the tournament was completed on
time, given the amount of rain that fell on the Austrian city. The
main draw didn't begin until Tuesday after Monday was almost
completely washed out, and only one match took the court on
Thursday. The quarterfinals and semifinals were all played on Sat-
urday, potentially contributing to some easy wins for the in-form
Parmentier and Hradecka against tired semifinal opponents.

This was the second year Bad Gastein has been a stop on the
Tour. Last year, ltaly's Francesca Schiavone won her very first Tour
singles title with a straight set win over Meusburger in the final.
Schiavone didn't defend her title, electing to play the Tier Il Bank of
the West Classic in Stanford, California instead.

If it were
an Olympic sport | would be a 20-time gold medal champ.”

The top seed and heavy tournament favorite, Agnes Szavay was
on the brink of her second consecutive early loss during this last
clay court stretch of the season, falling behind 63 51 to teen-aged
home favorite Melanie Klaffner. Klaffner had trouble getting to
match point initially but eventually held four - two leading 63 54
and two more in the second set tie-break - but Szavay battled
back each time en route to taking the second set. And when her
opponent built a 5-2 lead in the third she did it all over again, even-
tually prevailing in just over three hours to reach the quarterfinals.
“It was a very tough match,” said a visibly relieved Szavay.
“Melanie played unbelievable tennis and didn't want to give any-
thing up. I'm glad | managed to fight back and win the match.”

Ai Sugiyama (JPN #38) d. Dominika Cibulkova (SVK #32) 67(4) 76
(5) 53 ret. (Stanford Quarterfinals): Two giant-killers went head-to-
head in the quarterfinals for two hours and 44 minutes, and in the
end it was Sugiyama who prevailed after Cibulkova was forced to
stop with left leg cramping. Cibulkova had led by a set and 5-2,
and even held four match points later in the second set (two at 5-4
and two in the tie-break), but the Japanese - fit as ever at 33 years
old - wouldn’t give in, reaching her first semifinal since fall of 2006.

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WEEKS AT NO.1

Ivanovic, Black and Huber emerge from Wimbledon at No.1

When Justine Henin retired and immediately took her name off the
rankings, another former No.1, Maria Sharapova, reassumed the
top spot for her 15th, 16th and 17th weeks. But after the best
showing possible at Roland Garros - winning the title - it was time
for a new world No.1, and Ana lvanovic rose to the top for the first
time in her career. She is the first player representing Serbia to rise
to No.1, just as she was the first to win a Grand Slam singles title.
The 20-year-old gets her seventh straight week at No.1 this week.
Cara Black spent her first 16 weeks at No.1 from October 17,
2005 to February 5, 2006. She spent two more between June 11
and 24, 2007, and began her third stint on July 9, 2007. This week
she gets her 55th straight (and 73rd overall) week at No.1 in the
world. Liezel Huber joined her at No.1 on the 2007 year-end rank-
ings, and this week spends her 36th straight week on top. They
hold a significant lead over the No.3-ranked player in the world.
