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Safina Wins in Los Angeles 
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LOS ANGELES, CA, USA - All of the attention 
was on whether the world's No.2 could win the 
title and ascend to No.1; but Dinara Safina cut 
those hopes short by upsetting her in Satur-
day's semifinals, and in Sunday's final she put 
on another excellent performance against Flavia 
Pennetta for her second title of the year at the 
East West Bank Classic presented by Herbalife. 
     Safina, seeded No.4, nearly missed out on 
making the quarters; she was nearly ousted in 
the round of 16 by qualifier Alla Kudryavtseva, 
who held match point on her at 5-4 in the third 
set before succumbing. After surviving that she 
went on cruise control in her next two matches, 
routing No.8 seed Victoria Azarenka in the 
quarters, 63 61, and dashing No.1 seed Jelena 
Jankovic's hopes for a title - which would have 
elevated her from No.2 to No.1 for the first time 
- in a much-hyped semifinal Saturday, 76(3) 61. 
     Meanwhile, No.10 seed Pennetta emerged 
from an upset-ridden bottom half. None of the 
Top 8 seeds on that half - Anna Chakvetadze, 
Daniela Hantuchova, Patty Schnyder - even 
reached the quarters, and Pennetta was the 
one who rose to the occasion, defeating Alek-
sandra Wozniak, Tamira Paszek, Ai Sugiyama, 
Sybille Bammer and American Bethanie Mattek 
to reach her 13th and biggest career Sony 
Ericsson WTA Tour singles final. Her 61 60 first 
round drubbing of Wozniak should have been a 
sign of things to come: the Canadian had won 
the Tier II event in Stanford the week before. 
     Safina's momentum was just too strong in 
the final. She had been 3-0 against Pennetta 
before and extended that to 4-0 with a 64 62 
finals victory in just an hour and 10 minutes. 
     “I was nervous but I played well for the fi-
nal,” said Safina, who was calm throughout the 
match, a contrast to her at-times fiery court 
demeanor. “Even my coach said he didn't 
know what was going on with me, that I was so 
quiet on the court. Now I have to continue play-
ing like that and not go back to the old Dinara!” 
     “The first set was pretty close; in the second 
set I had chances but on all of the important 
points she was playing well,” Pennetta said. 
“She did not give me a lot of chances today. 
When players like her - good serve, good

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groundstrokes - are playing well, it is tough to 
beat them. But anyway, it was a good week for 
me and I hope next week will be even better.” 
     Safina has now made finals in four of her 
last five events, beginning with a title at Berlin 
and runner-up finishes at Roland Garros and 
's-Hertogenbosch (the only blemish came at 
Wimbledon, where she fell third round); the 
most impressive aspect of this run is that these 
finals have come on different surfaces (Berlin 
and Roland Garros on clay, 's-Hertogenbosch 
on grass and Los Angeles on hardcourts). 
     Safina is also the third player in 2008 to win 
a Tour singles title coming from match point 
down. Agnieszka Radwanska was the first to 
do it at Pattaya City (saving match point 
against Jill Craybas in the final); Serena Wil-
liams was the second at Bangalore (saving 
match point against Venus in the semifinals). 
     Chan Yung-Jan and Chuang Chia-Jung 
won their seventh Tour doubles title together, 
rallying back from 62 42 down to beat Eva 
Hrdinova and Vladimira Uhlirova in a match tie-
break, 26 75 104. Chan and Chuang, the top 
seeds in the doubles draw, have now won two 
titles at the Tier II level or above; their most 
recent title came at the Tier I in Rome this year.

Dashes Jankovic’s hopes for No.1 ascension 
in semifinals, beats Pennetta in title match 
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Errani Wins Second Straight Title in Portoroz

Follows up first Sony Ericsson WTA Tour title in Palermo with second title in Portoroz two weeks later 

PORTOROZ, Slovenia - Italy’s Sara Errani had reached a respect-
able three quarterfinals during the first half of the 2008 season, but 
that feat has been blown out of the water by her last two efforts. In 
Palermo two weeks ago she captured her first Sony Ericsson WTA 
Tour singles title at the Internazionali Femminili di Tennis di Palermo 
and this week in Portoroz she extended her streak to 10 matches 
and two titles at the $145,000 Banka Koper Slovenia Open. 
     Seeded No.8 in the picturesque Slovenian city, Errani's draw 
never even opened up, as she faced exactly who she was sup-
posed to face en route to the Sunday final. In the quarterfinals she 
went up against No.1 seed Maria Kirilenko and beat her, 61 75, 
then in the semifinals she faced No.3 seed Caroline Wozniacki and 
beat her too, 64 64. Next up would be finals veteran Anabel Me-
dina Garrigues, the No.4 seed and playing in her 13th career Tour 
singles final; Errani's winning streak would not be stopped, as she 
dispatched the feisty Spaniard handily in straight sets, 63 63. 
     “I think we were both tired, but we both tried hard and it was a 
nice match,” said Errani on Sunday’s title match. “We know each 
other very well. We practice together in Valencia, and I've played 
her a few times before. I think she maybe struggled a bit with the 
long points and made some errors, which helped me today.” 
     With two titles in her last two ventures, Errani is quickly assert-
ing herself as one of the fastest-rising stars in the women's game. 
And it's not like she has benefited from any luck in the draws. In 
Palermo she had to go through the likes of Flavia Pennetta, who 
returns to the Top 20 this week, in the semifinals, and beat her in 
straight sets; in Portoroz she had the aforementioned wins over 
current Top 20 player Kirilenko (her second Top 20 win, as she 
had beaten Agnes Szavay earlier this season) and Wozniacki. 
     “The hardcourts here in Portoroz are a little bit slower than 
usual, which probably helped me against aggressive players like 
Kirilenko and Wozniacki,” Errani added afterwards. “It was proba-
bly better for me to play against them than against Anabel today, 
because it made it more difficult for them to close the points out.” 
     The 21-year-old Errani didn't point to anything in particular for 
her recent spike in results; just the hard work finally paying off. 
     “I haven't changed anything this year; I just try to practice hard 
every day, and the results are starting to come,” Errani continued. 
“At the beginning of the year I was just hoping to make it to the 
Olympic team and I did make it, which I'm really excited about.” 

     The only other significant surprise of the week came in the sec-
ond round, as No.2 seed and heavy crowd favorite Katarina Sre-
botnik was ousted in straight sets by Julia Goerges. It was a re-
match of their Wimbledon marathon, which was also won by Go-
erges, but in much different fashion (in a match that was ap-
proaching four hours in length, that one ended 16-14 in the third. 
     The doubles final was the last match to go on court Saturday 
night, and Anabel Medina Garrigues and Virginia Ruano Pascual, 
the top seeds, beat unseeded duo Vera Dushevina and Ekaterina 
Makarova for the title, 64 61. Spaniards Medina Garrigues and 
Ruano Pascual have now won four Sony Ericsson WTA Tour dou-
bles titles together, their biggest by far coming at Roland Garros 
this past June. They have also won Tier IV titles at Stockholm last 
year, Hobart earlier this year and now Portoroz this week. 
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QUOTES OF THE WEEK

“Sania has made me promise I won't wear any of my outfits while 
playing with her.

Sania Mirza - feels about her sometimes unique tennis outfits. 
 
“She’s really a very nice, sweet girl. I'm going to have a talk with 
her and find out where she is planning to play next year, then avoid 
all of those tournaments when I make my schedule!”

Jelena Jankovic's hopes of becoming No.1 will have to wait at 
least another week after she was dispatched in the semifinals of 
the tournament she needed to win to get there. Jankovic, currently 
ranked No.2, needed to win the title to rise to No.1 for the first time 
in her career. But Dinara Safina cut her off two matches short; the 
No.4-seeded Russian won a tight first set then completely disman-
tled the No.1 seed in the second set for a 76(3) 61 victory. It was 
her fifth win over a Top 2 player, following two wins over Maria 
Sharapova and one each over Kim Clijsters and Justine Henin. 
     “She played very well throughout the match and was the better 
player today,” a gracious Jankovic said. “I played a bad tie-break 
and in the second set I just couldn't go anymore. My legs were 
shaking. I'm not in the best shape yet. It was hard for me but I tried 
my best. She served great and did what she had to do to win the 
match. Some days you do not play your best. The most important 
thing for me is to be healthy and to continue to work on my game."

Ivanovic, Black and Huber continue No.1 reigns 

When Justine Henin retired and immediately took her name off the 
rankings, another former No.1, Maria Sharapova, reassumed the 
top spot for her 15th, 16th and 17th weeks. But after the best 
showing possible at Roland Garros - winning the title - it was time 
for a new world No.1, and Ana Ivanovic rose to the top for the first 
time in her career. She is the first player representing Serbia to rise 
to No.1, just as she was the first to win a Grand Slam singles title. 
The 20-year-old gets her eighth straight week at No.1 this week. 
     Cara Black spent her first 16 weeks at No.1 from October 17, 
2005 to February 5, 2006. She spent two more between June 11 
and 24, 2007, and began her third stint on July 9, 2007. This week 
she gets her 56th straight (and 74th overall) week at No.1 in the 
world. Liezel Huber joined her at No.1 on the 2007 year-end rank-
ings, and this week spends her 37th straight week on top. They 
hold a significant lead over the No.3-ranked player in the world.
