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Radwanska Wins in Eastbourne 
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EASTBOURNE, UK - Neither had reached a 
grass court final before on the Sony Ericsson 
WTA Tour but it certainly didn't show in East-
bourne, as Agnieszka Radwanska and Nadia 
Petrova put on an exciting display of all-court 
tennis in the singles final of the International 
Women's Open, a key precursor to Wimble-
don. And in the end it was Radwanska who 
prevailed in a nail-biter, beating her more ex-
perienced opponent in three, 64 67(11) 64. 
     The fourth-seeded Radwanska's superior 
consistency and accuracy came out on top 
early on, as she won the first set 6-4 and held 
three match points in the second set tie-break. 
Eighth seed Petrova's big serve and crisp vol-
leying helped her get out of that hole and into a 
third set, and as the pair held serve until 4-all 
the match looked like it could have gone either 
way; but Radwanska, who has had a far better 
last 12 months and was ranked eight spots 
higher on the day, managed a break in the next 
game and finally served it out in two hours and 
37 minutes (which was, coincidentally, the ex-
act same match time of Justine Henin's win 
over Amélie Mauresmo in the 2007 final). 
     “It was tough to come back after I lost the 
second set and having match points, but Nadia 
played very well on those points and I was also 
a bit shaky,” Radwanska said. “Because of that 
I'm even more happy I could win this match.” 
     The final was a rematch of Radwanska and 
Petrova's only previous encounter in the fourth 
round of the Australian Open this year, when 
Radwanska rallied from 61 30 down to win, 16 
75 60, and reach her first major quarterfinal. 
     Radwanska maintained her perfect record in 
Tour finals with her win over Petrova. She also 
won her first three finals, last year at Stockholm 
and earlier this year at Pattaya City and Istan-
bul. Those were all at the Tier III or IV level how-
ever, making this Tier II her biggest. And addi-
tionally, she is 1-0 in Tour doubles finals, win-
ning Istanbul last year with sister Urszula. 
     “This is my best result on the Tour,” Rad-
wanska said. “I’ve had a good run this year and 
am slowly making my way up the rankings. First 
my goal was Top 30, then Top 20, and now I'm 
aiming at the Top 10. But I just had a good

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week and I’m happy to win my first Tier II title.” 
     Petrova fell to 7-9 in Tour singles finals, but 
reaching the final and playing it as close as she 
did is an encouraging sign for the former Top 3 
player, who has fallen out of the Top 20 this 
year and was playing her first final since finish-
ing runner-up at Los Angeles last summer. 
     “Aga deserved to win, she played well and 
showed she is hungry to do this and that she is 
a good player; she didn't let go until the last 
point,” Petrova said. “It was great to adjust my 
game on grass for Wimbledon. I practiced a lot 
and hopefully going there can use the matches 
and preparation to be on top of my game.” 
     Only one of the tournament's Top 3 seeds, 
No.2 Marion Bartoli, reached their projected 
semifinal berths (Bartoli fell to Radwanska). Top 
seed Svetlana Kuznetsova and No.3 seed Vera 
Zvonareva were both surprised in their opening 
matches, Kuznetsova to Caroline Wozniacki 
and Zvonareva to Ekaterina Makarova. Petrova 
emerged from Zvonareva's quarter, beating 
Makarova; Samantha Stosur emerged from 
Kuznetsova's quarter, beating Wozniacki. 
     Cara Black and Liezel Huber continued to 
crush the opposition in the final of the doubles, 
beating No.2 seeds Kveta Peschke and Ren-
nae Stubbs, 26 60 108. Black and Huber, the 
top seeds, rallied from a set down and, after 
winning the second set, rallied from 7-3 down 
in the match tie-break. It was their 14th straight 
win on grass (they went 6-0 to win Wimbledon 
last year, 4-0 at Birmingham last week and 4-0 
here) and fifth Tour doubles title of the season.

Maintains perfect record in Tour singles finals 
with tight championship win over Petrova 
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Tanasugarn Upsets Safina for ’s-Hertogenbosch Crown 

Tanasugarn is now the second thirty-something this season to hoist a Tour title, 
following Lindsay Davenport’s title runs at Auckland and Memphis. 
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's-HERTOGENBOSCH, The Netherlands - Going into the final of 
the Ordina Open, the stars seemed lined up for Dinara Safina to 
win. She had won 15 of her last 16 matches, spent less than half 
the time on the court than her opponent during the week and won 
their only prior meeting handily. But on the day that champion's 
prophecy was emphatically proven false, as Tamarine Tanasugarn 
upset her in straight sets to win the key Wimbledon warm-up title. 
     As a qualifier facing the No.3 seed, Tanasugarn already seemed 
to be coming from behind. When Safina snagged the first break of 
the match in the ninth game for a chance to serve for the set at 5-4 
things didn't look great for her. But she broke right back and won 
10 of 12 points to take it, 7-5. The second set was largely on serve 
but Tanasugarn got a break in the seventh game, and after surviv-
ing a long 16-point service game - in which Safina had five points 
to get the set back on serve - David finally beat Goliath, 75 63. 
     “Maybe it was more difficult for Dinara, as she was seeded and 
playing really well lately, and I was coming out of the qualies; that 
could have put some pressure on her,” Tanasugarn said. “She had 
the chance to serve out the first set and her level fell a bit. Once I 
got to the second set I felt that I could really win this match.” 
     Tanasugarn had arguably the best week of career, coming 
away with her second and biggest Sony Ericsson WTA Tour sin-
gles title at the Tier III stop. She earned wins over both Bondarenko 
sisters (new Birmingham champion Kateryna in the first round and 
No.8 seed Alona in the semifinals), Ashley Harkleroad, Krajicek and 
Safina. She was almost down and out against Harkleroad in the 
second round, rallying from 5-3 down in the third to win, 46 64 75. 
She was definitely not intimidated by Safina's No.9 ranking. After 
all, she had four Top 10 wins going into the final, two coming on 
grass in 2001, over Nathalie Tauziat and Amélie Mauresmo. This 
surface also fuels the Thai veteran's best attribute - her flat, com-
pact groundies - and she has capitalized on that in the past, reach-
ing one of her other six finals at Birmingham in 2000 (falling to Lisa 
Raymond) and making the fourth round of Wimbledon six times (in 
fact, her love for grass is no more evident than in her Grand Slam 
record: 23-11 at Wimbledon, 28-32 at the other three combined). 
     After barely batting .500 to start the 2008 season (she was 11-
10 coming out of Charleston), Safina has now won 15 of her last 
17 matches, winning her first Tier I on the red clay of Berlin, reach-
ing her first Grand Slam singles final at Roland Garros (falling to 
Ana Ivanovic) and now reaching another final at 's-Hertogenbosch. 
She is now 0-2 lifetime in grass court finals, having finished runner-

up right here at 's-Hertogenbosch two years ago (to Krajicek). 
     “I have to forget this match because I played some pretty good 
matches earlier this week and today was just not my day,” Safina 
said afterwards. “I want to give lots of credit to Tamarine, I think 
she played a solid match - but I want to forget this match as soon 
as I can. I'm leaving for London today, I'll have today and tomor-
row off and then Wimbledon starts. So I will have to get ready.” 
     Safina was one of three Top 10 Russians in the field this week. 
She took out one of the other ones, No.1 seed Elena Dementieva, 
herself in the semifinals; No.2 seed Anna Chakvetadze, the defend-
ing champion, lost to Alona Bondarenko in the quarterfinals. 
     In the doubles final, Marina Erakovic and Michaella Krajicek 
completed an impressive title run in which they didn't drop a set, 
crushing Liga Dekmeijere and Angelique Kerber, 63 62. It was Kra-
jicek's third career Tour doubles title and Erakovic's first Tour title. 
     “I'm very happy to win my first doubles title, especially being 
able to play with Misa,” Erakovic said. “About a month ago, I e-
mailed her and said, 'Look, do you want to play the French, and 
what are you doing during the grass court season?' We will see 
how we do at Wimbledon. This was a good win for us.”

Maybe not because of the magnitude of the win in terms of rank-
ings, but definitely in terms of energy. Michaella Krajicek, who 
cracked the Top 30 in early 2008 but had since fallen to No.51 
largely due to an 0-10 start to the season, won her second match 
of the year against Sugiyama. She showed first signs of her top 
form the week before in Birmingham, when she won her first 
match of 2008 handily before falling to eventual runner-up Yanina 
Wickmayer; in her ’s-Hertogenbosch opener she took out one of 
the most seasoned veterans around but not after a fight of course, 
battling back from 2-5 in the third set. The most critical juncture of 
the match came with Krajicek serving 4-5, 30-40, when she pulled 
three straight aces out to save match point and tie the set at 5-all. 
     “When I was down match point serving 4-5, I hit three aces in a 
row, which felt great,” Krajicek said. “At that point I was so angry 
with myself and just forced myself to go for it, and it worked! Of 
course I don't want to play out of anger all the time but it definitely 
gives me confidence that when I focus, I can survive out there.”

Ivanovic passes Goolagong; Black, Huber keep rising too 

When Justine Henin retired and immediately took her name off the 
rankings, another former No.1, Maria Sharapova, reassumed the 
top spot for her 15th, 16th and 17th weeks. But after the best 
showing possible at Roland Garros - winning the title - it was time 
for a new world No.1, and Ana Ivanovic rose to the top for the first 
time in her career. She is the first player representing Serbia to rise 
to No.1, just as she was the first to win a Grand Slam singles title. 
She spends her third and fourth weeks at No.1 this fortnight. 
     Cara Black spent her first 16 weeks at No.1 from October 17, 
2005 to February 5, 2006. She spent two more between June 11 
and 24, 2007, and began her third stint on July 9, 2007. This fort-
night she gets her 51st and 52nd straight (69th, 70th overall, put-
ting her as the standalone No.7 all-time) week at No.1 in the world. 
Liezel Huber joined her at No.1 on the 2007 year-end rankings, 
and this fortnight spends her 32nd and 33rd straight week on top.
