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Safina Wins Biggest Career Title in Berlin

Knocks off three Top 10 players, including
Dementieva in final, for sixth and biggest title

BERLIN, Germany - She toppled two of the
game's heavyweights along the way and held
her nerve against one of the grittiest competi-
tors around in the final, capturing her sixth and
biggest Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles title. It
was all in a week's work for Dinara Safina at the
Tier | Qatar Telecom German Open.

If the seeds held, Safina wouldn't have even
passed the round of 16. No.13 isn't really per-
ceived as the luckiest number, but as Safina's
seeding it made absolutely no difference, as
she outlasted top seed Justine Henin to reach
the quarterfinals then pulled off another huge
upset over No.5 seed Serena Williams - who
was on a 17-match win streak - to reach the
semis. She beat unseeded Victoria Azarenka to
reach the final then rallied back from a one set
deficit to overcome No.7 seed Elena Dementi-
eva in three sets for the title, 36 62 62.

“I played a lot of drop shots and | think that
helped today,” Safina said. “l didn't move well
at the beginning, even though | know | have to
move well for my game and use all the power |
have; | thought ‘Come on, you've got to make
it today," and | fought my way back into it.”

“l played well in the first set but then Dinara
started to move much better and got more first
serves in,” Dementieva said. “I had problems
returning and just wasn't as consistent as |
needed to be to win today. | could see over the
entire week that Dinara was playing well and
her success today pays off all the hard work
and discipline she put in over the years.”

Safina's wins over Henin, Williams and De-
mentieva were her ninth, 10th and 11th career
Top 10 wins; her win over Henin was her sec-
ond career victory over a reigning No.1, after
beating Maria Sharapova at Moscow in 2005.

Dementieva had her own against-the-odds
run to the final, upsetting Top 4 seeds Jelena
Jankovic and Ana Ivanovic en route - just the
second player so far this season to achieve the
Serbian double, after Sharapova did it at the
Australian - and having won her last four finals,
it looked as though she was favored for a vic-
tory. But this time, unlucky No.13 beat out
lucky No.7 when the chips were down.

“I knew it would be a tough match,” Demen-

tieva said. “She's in great shape and she beat
some really good players already this week.
She also likes to play on clay - she practices in
Spain - so | knew it would be a tough one.”

While Safina and Dementieva single-
handedly ousted four of the Top 5 seeds -
Henin, Ivanovic, Jankovic, Wiliams - the other
big surprise of the week belonged to No.15
seed Alona Bondarenko, who ousted No.3
seed Svetlana Kuznetsova. More notable up-
sets included No.6 seed Anna Chakvetadze's
loss to Azarenka and No.8 seed Marion Bar-
toli's loss to No.10 seed Agnes Szavay.

The world's top doubles team prevailed in
the doubles championship match earlier in the
day, as Cara Black and Liezel Huber defeated
Spanish pairing Nuria Llagostera Vives and
Maria José Martinez Sanchez in a match tie-
break, 36 62 102. It was Black and Huber's
third Tour doubles title of the year, having al-
ready won titles at Tier Il stops in Antwerp and
Dubai. Black and Huber, co-No.1s in the dou-
bles rankings, now have 15 titles together,
including eight at the Tier | level or higher.

Ana Ivanovic, who fought Sybille Bammer off in the third round in
Berlin, 75 46 64. She had lost their only previous encounter.

“We got it together at the end and we're happy about winning the
title here in Berlin. It was an early match for us today - we got up
before 7am to get ready for it. Credit to our opponents - Nuria and
Maria are a great team and fought well, especially in the first set -
but we made it through the final set for our third title of the year.”
Liezel Huber, who won the doubles title in Berlin with co-No.1 Cara
Black. It was their third title of the year, after Antwerp and Dubai.

But
the Russian powerhouse revived her campaign to return to the elite
in Berlin, taking out three Top 10 players - including her second
career win over a reigning world No.1, taking out Justine Henin in
the third round - en route to her sixth and biggest Sony Ericsson
WTA Tour singles title at the Qatar Telecom German Open.

Black approaches No.7, No.8 and No.9 on doubles No.1 list

Justine Henin first rose to No.1 on October 20, 2003; she became
the first to lose it a week later but returned to No.1 on November
10, 2003, holding it 44 weeks until September 12, 2004, after the
US Open. She re-ascended on November 13, 2006, holding it for
11 weeks to bring her non-consecutive total to 56. She began her
fourth stint at No.1 on March 19, 2007, at Miami, and this week
spends her 61st straight week (117th overall) at the top. Henin is
likely to be No.1 through at least the Roland Garros fortnight.

Cara Black spent her first 16 weeks at No.1 in doubles between
October 17, 2005 and February 5, 2006. She spent two more be-
tween June 11 and 24, 2007, and began her third stint on July 9,
2007. This week she earns her 45th straight (63rd total, helping her
pass Stosur for No.10 all-time) week at No.1. Liezel Huber became
the 22nd to reach No.1 in doubles at the end of 2007, and this
week spends her 26th straight (and total) week on top.
