Jelena Reconquers Rome

Defends Internazionali BNL d’ltalia crown for
first Tour singles title of year, sixth of career

ROME, ltaly - She was within striking distance
at her first nine events of the year but never
came away the winner; all of that changed on
Sunday, as Jelena Jankovic won her first Sony
Ericsson WTA Tour title of the year - and sixth
of her career - at the Internazionali BNL d'ltalia.

Jankovic, the No.4 seed,, faced qualifier and
giant killer Alizé Cornet in the title match in front
of a packed crowd at the Foro lItalico. She was
hoping to avoid becoming Cornet's third Top
10 scalp of the week and played solidly under
that pressure, using her powerful ground game
and strong defensive skills to outdo the young-
ster in an hour and 23 minutes, 62 62. While
the two were separated by six winners, Cornet
hit almost twice as many errors as Jankovic
(80-16), the stat which sealed her fate - literally,
as she missed a backhand on match point.

“Just to be in the final was the most exciting
experience of my life,” Cornet stated. “| knew
Jelena could be the most difficult player to play
because she moves very well and it's really
hard to make winners. Now I'm disappointed
but it was a great week for me, for sure.”

“She's a young player with great potential,
and | just didn't know how she was going to
play,” Jankovic said. “She wasn't the favorite; |
was the favorite and had the pressure on me. |
was defending and I'm glad | could cope with
the pressure and win it for the second time.”

Jankovic had a fairly smooth path to the
final, winning her early rounds in straight sets
before toughing out a three set victory against
Venus Wiliams in the quarterfinals. Another
potential tough test was avoided as her semifi-
nal opponent, No.2 seed Maria Sharapova,
withdrew from the event with a left calf strain.
Sharapova is 4-1 lifetime against Jankovic.

Meanwhile Cornet was sending shockwaves
on the top half of the draw, with upsets over
No.3 seed Svetlana Kuznetsova and No.6 seed
Anna Chakvetadze - her first Top 10 wins - en
route to her first Tier | final. She beat the No.5-
ranked Kuznetsova in straight sets, but had to
come back from a 63 30 hole to beat the No.8-
ranked Chakvetadze, finally winning, 36 64 63.

“l was really disappointed not to get into the
main draw because | was the first one out,”

said Cornet, who was the top seed in the quali-
fying. “If | was told I'd reach the final of the
main draw | wouldn't have believed it. But now,
after | played match by match and day by day,
and made it to the finals, it's a beautiful story.
Now I'm heading to Paris with a big goal.”

“It's tough when you're in the final and you
have the opportunity to win a big tournament
and you don't,” Jankovic said. “So many emo-
tions go through your mind. | told her that she
played great throughout the week - that she
beat so many great players and has a great
future in front of her. She has to keep going.
Nobody likes to lose, but her time will come.”
This was the sixth singles title for Jankovic on
the Tour, after titles at Budapest in 2004 and
Auckland, Charleston, Rome and Birmingham
last season. Next she will go for Grand Slam
glory at Roland Garros and with one of her
nemeses having retired from the game this
week, the path seems smoother.

Chan Yung-Jan and Chuang Chia-Jung
won the doubles trophy earlier in the day, stop-
ping Czech-Slovak duo Iveta Benesova and
Janette Husarova, 76(5) 63. It was Chan and
Chuang's second Tour doubles title of the
year, after their triumph at Pattaya City in Feb-
ruary, and their sixth overall as a team. Their
first five all came at the Tier Ill or Tier IV level.
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Justine Henin: A Look Back

Both inspired and inspiring, Henin was one of the true gems of women'’s tennis, and it was clear from the start

Hers was a career built on motivation. Whether she drew it from
personal reasons or the sheer desire to be the best she could be,
there was arguably no one else more driven out there during her
time. But in recent months that motivation began dwindling, and as
quickly as she rose to the top Justine Henin said goodbye, an-
nouncing her retirement from the Sony Ericsson WTA Tour at a
press conference in Limelette, Belgium on Wednesday, May 14.

While tennis was entering an age of bigger players and baseline
mentality, Henin was crafting her own unique brand from a very
young age. She picked up her first racquet when she was two and
began taking lessons when she was six. Her self-confessed turning
point came when she was 10, when she watched the 1992 Roland
Garros final between Steffi Graf and Monica Seles with her mother,
telling her she would one day win the tournament. Her mother's
passing two years later drove her to make that dream come true,
and shortly after pairing up with life-long coach Carlos Rodriguez,
she was already playing her first events on the ITF Circuit, where
her variety of spins off the ground, a willingness to come into the
net and a never-say-die attitude began gathering steam.

After winning a handful of titles in the minor leagues, Henin
turned pro at the start of 1999, and it didn't take long for her to
begin her ascent. She won the first Tour event she ever played at
Antwerp that year and a few months later gained international at-
tention at what would become her greatest stage, pushing Lindsay
Davenport to 7-5 in the third in the second round of Roland Gar-
ros. Having worked her way into the Top 20 over the next two
years she made another splash at Roland Garros in 2001, making
it to the semifinals and putting fellow Belgian Kim Clijsters on the
ropes before falling. A few weeks later at Wimbledon she snapped
Jennifer Capriati's Grand Slam win streak en route to the first of
her 11 Grand Slam finals, finishing runner-up to Venus Williams.
Having begun the 2001 season at No.45, she finished it at No.7.

With the exception of a seven-month lay-off between Septem-
ber 2004 and March 2005 due to a combination of illness and
injury, Henin produced her best tennis between 2002 and 2007,
collecting seven Grand Slam titles (four French Opens, one Austra-
lian Open and two US Opens), Olympic gold in Athens and another
27 Tour titles. She was at her best in 2007, capturing 10 titles
(including Roland Garros, the US Open and season-ending Sony
Ericsson Championships) and becoming the first woman in tennis
history to earn over $5 million in a single season. At 25 years old,
the Belgian was breaking records left, right and center.

By anyone else's standards, the beginning of 2008 was strong.
Henin collected titles at Sydney and Antwerp, and though she was
suffering some uncharacteristic losses - such as a 64 60 defeat to
Maria Sharapova in the quarterfinals of the Australian Open and a
62 60 loss to Serena Williams in the same round of Miami - by

history alone it seemed as though she would spring back into the
spotlight during the clay court season, where she had always
thrived. But a week after a shock three set loss to Dinara Safina in
the round of 16 of Rome - and whilst celebrating her 61st straight
week as the No.1 player, and 117th overall - she would find herself
under a much different spotlight, announcing her retirement.

“This is the end of a child's dream,” Henin declared. “This is a
definitive decision. Those who know me know it is serious. |
thought long about this. | started thinking about it late last year. |
was at the end of the road. | leave with my head held high.”

Henin will likely be remembered most for her on-court brilliance,
but she also championed several off-court endeavors, including
Justine's Winners' Circle, her charity to help children with cancer,
and more recently her own tennis academy. She overcame per-
sonal struggles, such as her mother's passing and the dissolution
of her marriage later on; but she had some strong support off the
court, including from Rodriguez, and last year she made a much-
publicized reconciliation with her previously-estranged family.

Henin will be remembered by some as incredibly talented, in-
credibly driven and incredibly successful. And as the first player in
Tour history to retire while ranked No.1 in the world, she may be
remembered by some as incredibly complex, as someone who
always followed her own calling. But what's indisputible is that
everyone will remember her as just plain incredible.

There are a lot of girls that
have a chance to be No.1 at the end of the year. The interesting
thing about it is a lot of the players have different styles.

Second Round, Internazionali BNL d’ltalia (Rome)

Nine of the Top 10 seeds won second round matches at the Inter-
nazionali BNL d'ltalia on the Wednesday of the tournament, and it
was the most unlikely one who didn't make it through, as top seed
Ana Ivanovic was stunned by qualifier Tsvetana Pironkova. lvanovic
took on the inspired No.64-ranked Pironkova in what was her
opening match and was broken seven times - including three times
in the third set - en route to the 64 57 62 second round stunner.

“I made lots of errors today,” Ivanovic said. “| felt pretty flat out
there. | struggled to find my rhythm, my fight and my intensity, and
that obviously caused a lot of errors. I'm really disappointed.”

“It's one of the best matches I've ever played,” said Pironkova,
whose win over the world No.3 was her second Top 10 win, fol-
lowing an upset of Venus Williams at the 2006 Australian Open. “I
don't think she was very sure with her game. | just tried to put the
ball deep in the court, and | did a good job with that strategy.”

Henin retires, Sharapova returns to No.1

After Justine Henin became the first player to retire ranked No.1,
Maria Sharapova assumes the top spot for a 15th non-consecutive
week. She first rose to No.1 for the week of August 22-28, 2005,
then spent six more weeks there between September 12 and Oc-
tober 23, 2005. After losing it to Lindsay Davenport and seeing it
change hands to Kim Clijsters, Amélie Mauresmo and Henin, she
regained it for another seven weeks from January 29 to March 18,
2007. She lost it again to Henin but now regains it from her.

Cara Black spent her first 16 weeks at No.1 in doubles between
October 17, 2005 and February 5, 2006. She spent two more be-
tween June 11 and 24, 2007, and began her third stint on July 9,
2007. This week she eamns her 46th straight (64th total, one away
from Ruano Pascual, No.9 all-time) week at No.1. Liezel Huber
became the 22nd to reach No.1 in doubles at the end of 2007,
and this week spends her 27th straight (and total) week on top.
