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Ivanovic Back On Top in Linz

Crushes Zvonareva in straight set final, wins
third title of year - first since Roland Garros.

LINZ, Austria - It was shaping up to be a tale of
two seasons, with the first chapter full of in-
credible success and the second plagued by
injury and up-and-down results. But this week
Ana Ivanovic made a resonant return to the
winner's circle, crushing Vera Zvonareva to
capture her third Sony Ericsson WTA Tour title
of the year - and first since winning Roland
Garros in June - at the Generali Ladies Linz.
After winning her first major in Paris, Ivano-
vic’s year took a marked downturn, thanks
largely to a thumb injury. She fell early at Wim-
bledon and Montréal, was forced to withdraw
from her first Olympics and continued to suffer
earlier-than-expected exits at Tokyo, Beijing
and Moscow. But she showed signs of a return
to form in ZUrich last week, reaching the semifi-
nals before falling to eventual champion Venus
Williams in an extremely tight three-setter.
Ivanovic definitely upheld her No.1 seed in
the early rounds this week, notching a 64 62
win over Sybille Bammer in her first match then
holding off No.7 seed Flavia Pennetta in the
quarters, 64 64. Her mettle was then tested in
a big way in the semis by No.3 seed Agnieszka
Radwanska, who led by a break in the third set
but couldn't close the former No.1 out, falling in
arguably the match of the week, 62 36 75.
Zvonareva, the No.2 seed, cruised through
the bottom half, losing just nine games in three
matches, including an impressive 60 61 semifi-
nal win over No.6 seed Marion Bartoli. But the
final between the Top 2 seeds ended up being
no contest as Ivanovic crushed the Russian in
just 50 minutes, winning almost 80% of the
points on her own serve and breaking the Rus-
sian six times en route to a 62 61 victory.
“When | went out there | expected a very
tough match, and | played well from the first
point,” Ivanovic said. “I had to be aggressive
and put pressure on her and it worked, be-
cause | could see she was going for some risky
shots. The score makes the match look like it
was easier than it was, though - almost every
point in the first set could've gone either way.”
Between Roland Garros and this week,
Ivanovic was 7-7 in seven events, but with her
big serve and groundies back in the groove -

and four straight wins over quality players - she
seems primed to get herself back into the win-
ner's circle, where she was before the injury.
“Every final is a new experience and winning
a title is always special. Especially after coming
pack from an injury and putting in hard work,
it's great to see results. It's a good feeling to
win another title. | played better and better in
every match and really enjoyed my week.”
Zvonareva was playing her seventh final of
the season, having won titles at Prague and
Guangzhou and notching runner-up finishes at
Hobart, Doha, Charleston and Moscow. She
fell to 7-10 lifetime in 17 finals with the loss.
“I'm disappointed with how | played today; |
had no concentration at any stage of the
match,” Zvonareva said. “Maybe | finally paid
for all of the travelling and the many matches
I've played over the last several weeks. Against
Ana you have to be 100%; | wasn't in it at all.
I'll talk to my coach and see what happened.”
It was the reverse result in doubles, as No.2
seeds Katarina Srebotnik and Ai Sugiyama
upset top seeds Cara Black and Liezel Huber
for the title, 64 75. It was the pair's third title of
the year, having also won Tier Is at Miami and
Charleston. Srebotnik won her 20th career
Tour doubles title and Sugiyama won her 37th.
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Dementieva Wins in Luxembourg

Russian outlasts Danish teenager Wozniacki for third Sony Ericsson WTA Tour title of season

LUXEMBOURG, Luxembourg - Two of this year's form players
took the court for the FORTIS Championships Luxembourg on
Sunday, but of course only one would lift the trophy. And this time
it was experience that prevailed over youth, as Elena Dementieva
edged past Danish teenager Caroline Wozniacki for her third Sony
Ericsson WTA Tour singles title of the season, 26 64 76(4).

Dementieva, the No.1 seed at the Tier Il indoor tournament,
was blown out in 28 minutes in the first set but put on the rally cap
she has worn so many times in her career from then on, breaking
early en route to winning the second set then fighting back again in
the third - having trailed 2-0 to start, and digging out of 15-30
whilst serving at both 3-4 and 4-5 - to prevail over the No.4 seed.

“I feel like | just won a Grand Slam,” Dementieva said. “I think it
was the most difficult final I've ever played. Caroline was playing so
well - she has such a good defensive game, but was also hitting
really good drop shots and passing shots, and hitting very hard
from the baseline. We were both exhausted because we were
working so hard out there. | really had to try and stay positive and
aggressive and I'm so happy | was able to win the match today.”

“You don't feel great after you've lost 7-6 in the third, but Elena
has had a great tournament and played a great match today, and
really deserved to win this title,” Wozniacki said. “I knew it was
going to be tough. | was fighting for every point. Unfortunately, |
wasn't able to win the match today. But she played great.”

Although she didn't drop a set en route to the final, Dementi-
eva's path to the final certainly had a rocky beginning. Germany's
Tatjana Malek held a set point against her at 6-5 in her first set of
the week before falling, 76(5) 62; that win may have propelled the
Russian to greater heights the rest of the way, as she lost only 12
games in her next three victories, beating Gisela Dulko, No.5 seed
Amélie Mauresmo and No.8 seed Sorana Cirstea, all in straight
sets and losing no more than four games in any single set.

“It feels great coming here and winning this title,” Dementieva
said. “l feel | was playing well all week, and even with the pressure
of playing in a final | was happy with how | performed today. Now
I'll start practicing for the last tournament of the year in Doha.”

Meanwhile, Wozniacki had more trouble moving into the final on
the bottom half, winning competitive two-setters against Timea
Bacsinszky, Peng Shuai and No.7 seed Anabel Medina Garrigues
in her first three rounds, then surviving a three-setter against No.6
seed Li Na in the semifinals. She moved into her fourth singles final
of the year and was looking to improve to 4-0 in those, having won
her first three at Stockholm, New Haven and Tokyo [Japan Open;
Dementieva was a spoiler on the day and blemished that record.

“It has been a fantastic year for me; | would have loved to win
my fourth title here, but it just wasn't my day today,” Wozniacki
told reporters afterwards. “Everything happens for a reason. Elena

was just too good today. But I'll be back next year, for sure. | need
to get the title now, especially after coming so close this year!”

Li and Cirstea made impressive runs to the semifinals but that
meant No.2 and No.3 seeds Anna Chakvetadze and Daniela Han-
tuchova had to be shut out, with Chakvetadze falling to Iveta
Benesova in the second round to conclude her late-season slump,
and Hantuchova falling to Cirstea in the quarterfinals, 76(2) 62, but
not before holding a 5-2 first set lead with set point at 6-5.

Another headline-maker early on in the week was the Sony
Ericsson WTA Tour-level debut of Australian-born British prodigy
Laura Robson, this year's Wimbledon junior champion. The 14-
year-old received a wildcard into the main draw and won the first
set on Benesova before falling in a decisive three-setter, 16 62 63.

“It's been really good and everyone's so friendly on the Tour,”
said Robson, who had played just three events on the ITF Circuit in
France and England before the match. “It has been a really good
experience. | started out really well and then in the second set
maybe it didn't go as well as | planned, but then she started play-
ing better as well. It's a tough loss but | still felt | played well.”

In the doubles final, which immediately followed the singles final,
No.3 seeds Vera Dushevina and Mariya Koryttseva met No.4
seeds Sorana Cirstea and Marina Erakovic, and it was the under-
dogs who won, winning in a match tie-break, 26 63 108. Cirstea
took home her second Tour doubles title while Erakovic won her
third - it was their first Tour doubles together, though.

“Our men’s players will be ranked higher soon. We have very good
men’s players, they just need to play more tournaments outside of
China to build their rankings. And they’re starting to do that.”

Li Na, on the success gap between China’s men’s and women’s
players. The highest-ranked Chinese player in the ATP rankings
sits at No.545 in the world; there are 16 women in the Top 500,
including three in the Top 40 (Li, Zheng Jie and Peng Shuai).

“In juniors, if you win the first set really easily, the other players start
giving up a little bit. But in the seniors nobody wants to lose, so
they’ll keep fighting anyway. And that’s what she did today.”

Laura Robson, who fell to Iveta Benesova in the first round of Lux-
embourg. The 14-year-old Brit, who was born in Australia, was
making her Tour-level debut as a wildcard at the Tier Ill event.

“It's really nice to be in the final of the Generali Ladies Linz - it's my
first final since Roland Garros. After Paris | had a tough period. |
was 100% healthy from the US Open on, but was losing first and
second round matches all the time, which was tough. Finally | feel
like the hard work is paying off and I'm not taking the results for
granted. I'm just enjoying competing and being healthy again.”

In seven events between Roland Garros and Linz, Ivanovic
had gone 7-7, reaching just one semifinal - at Zurich last week.

She may not have saved any match points but Elena Dementieva
had to fight hard to keep Caroline Wozniacki from upsetting her in
the final of the FORTIS Championships Luxembourg, twice rallying
from a break down in the third set and even digging out of some
15-30 holes in two of her service games later in the set. After the
two went to a tie-break it was Dementieva who drew first blood,
surging to a 5-1 lead; Wozniacki fought back to close the gap to 5-
4 but the more experienced Russian turned her momentum around
right when she needed to, winning two more points to close it out.
It was the fourth singles final to go to a third set tie-break this
year, following Agnieszka Radwanska’s triumph over Jill Craybas at
Pattaya City (Tier IV), Kateryna Bondarenko’s triumph over Yanina
Wickmayer at Birmingham (Tier Ill) and most recently Sorana
Cirstea’s title victory over Sabine Lisicki at Tashkent (Tier IV).

Jelena Jankovic spent her first week at No.1 during the Olympics
this past summer, between August 11 and 17; she returned to the
top spot on October 6 and now spends her fourth straight week
there, totaling five career weeks as the world’s No.1. She passed
Evonne Goolagong to become 17th on the all-time list but has a
ways to go before catching Venus Williams, who is 16th all-time.
Cara Black spent her first 16 weeks at No.1 from October 17,
2005 to February 5, 2006. She spent two more between June 11
and 24, 2007, and began her third stint on July 9, 2007. This week
she gets her 69th straight (87th overall) week at No.1. Black is a
few months from becoming the fifth player since the inception of
computer rankings to spend 100 total weeks as the No.1 doubles
player. Liezel Huber joined Black at No.1 on the 2007 year-end
rankings, and this week spends her 51st straight week on top.
