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Schnyder Returns to Winner’s Circle

Stops giant-killer Paszek in final for 11th title
of career, first since Cincinnati in July 2005

BALI, Indonesia - She had a somewhat tight
match to start the week but her form continued
to get better, and on Sunday Patty Schnyder
finally returned to the winner's circle, claiming
her 11th career Sony Ericsson WTA Tour sin-
gles title - but first in more than three years - at
the Commonwealth Bank Tennis Classic in Bali.

Schnyder, who was the No.2 seed at the
Tier Ill event, had a struggle against Yuan Meng
in her first match of the week. With Schnyder
leading 62 65 and at match point, rain forced
the match to stop with the Swiss on the verge
of victory; when they retook the court the tena-
cious Chinese kept herself alive several more
points before succumbing in the end, 62 75.

From there the eventual champion brought
out the same tennis that had taken her to the
US Open quarterfinals a week earlier, crushing
Marta Domachowska 62 62 in the quarterfinals,
moving comfortably past No.4-seeded Nadia
Petrova 75 61 in the semifinals, and ultimately
routing Tamira Paszek in the final, 63 60.

“I'm very proud; it's a great feeling to be the
tournament champion,” Schnyder said. “l had a
great feeling the last three matches, where |
was at a very good level and continued every-
thing from New York, despite the fact I'm ex-
hausted from being away from home the last
eight weeks and travelling all over the world.
But | really like it here. I've been here many
times and hope to make it back next year with
the new format of Tournament of Champions.”

Schnyder and Paszek had an intriguing
head-to-head going into the final. The pair first
met in the third round of the US Open last year,
with Schnyder taking a 64 41 lead but Paszek
rallying to win, 46 64 76(1); the Swiss veteran
got her revenge on the Austrian teenager in
their second encounter however, cruising to a
64 60 win in the first round of Doha earlier this
season. Their third meeting - in Bali on Sunday
- was almost identical to the Doha one.

The Commonwealth Bank Tennis Classic
title is Schnyder's 11th singles title on the Tour,
but first since Cincinnati in July 2005. Back
then she had a solid finals record of 10-6, but
had lost seven straight finals since then to fall to
10-13; now she closes the gap somewhat to

11-13. The 29-year-old also picked up her
500th career singles match win by beating
Paszek, becoming just the 26th woman to
reach the half-millennium (she joins Amélie
Mauresmo and Venus Williams as players who
have achieved the 500 wins feat this season).

Paszek had a lot to take away from this
week. She took out a trio of seeds - No.7 seed
Sara Errani in the second round, No.3 seed
Flavia Pennetta in the quarters and No.1 seed
Daniela Hantuchova in the semis - en route to
her biggest ever final, her only prior final com-
ing at the Tier IV event in Portoroz in 2006.

“It was a great experience for me this
week,” Paszek commented after the match.
“Especially after the tough few months | had
it's a nice feeling to be in that winning rhythm
again. Patty was too tough today; she played
really well. | think last night's match caught up
with me today and | was definitely a little bit
tired, but overall a good week for me and |
hope to continue it the next few weeks in Asia.”

In the doubles final that preceded the sin-
gles No.3 seeds Hsieh Su-Wei and Peng Shuai
won a thriller against the unseeded duo of Do-
machowska and Petrova, splitting tie-breaks
then winning a close match tie-break to prevail,
67(4) 76(3) 107. It was their first Tour doubles
title as a team but they both had two Tour dou-
bles titles previously with other partners.
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Russia Retains Fed Cup Title

Dismisses Spain in final for fourth Fed Cup title in last four years

MADRID, Spain - With half of the world's Top 10 coming from
there, for most of the season there is no doubt that Russia is the
dominant force on the Sony Ericsson WTA Tour when it comes to
individual players; but they've also been proving in recent years
they're the team to beat out there. On Sunday, a confident Russian
team captured their fourth Fed Cup title in the last four years,
wrapping up a 3-0 win over the Spanish team in the final.

Russia dominated Day 1. Vera Zvonareva put them ahead 1-0
after beating Anabel Medina Garrigues, 63 64, and Svetlana
Kuznetsova made it 2-0 with a 63 61 rout of Carla Suarez Navarro.

“I haven't played in the Fed Cup final in four years, and | knew it
was going to be a tough match today,” Zvonareva said after her
victory over Medina Garrigues. “Anabel is a great player so I'm very
happy to have won this one. | was just concentrating on what | had
to do to execute my shots well, and even though | was down in the
second set, | was really just trying to take it point by point.”

“I was attacking from the beginning and | think it took her a
while to find her form,” Kuznetsova said on Day 1. “The second set
got close at the end, as | was up two breaks and lost one of them,
but | started the second set really well again and was just confident
until the end of the match. Playing the Spanish players in Madrid is
difficult, so I'm happy to have played as well as | did today.”

In the first reverse singles rubber Sunday, it appeared there was
still lots of life left in the home team. Medina Garrigues won a hard-
fought first set against Kuznetsova - coming back from 4-0 down
and saving five set points later in the set - and looked as though
she may turn the tides on what was becoming a lopsided win for
the Russians; but Kuznetsova didn't want to give the opposition an
opening, and cut down on her unforced errors to get past the

Spaniard, 57 63 64, and give Russia an insurmountable 3-0 lead.

“I' wasn't playing my best, but it's very important for me to win
this last point for my team,” Kuznetsova said afterwards. “We've
won it four of the last five years, so we're showing that Russia is
really on top. This is my third personal Fed Cup. | was so nervous
in my first Fed Cup final, | didn't know where to put the ball and |
lost all my matches; but as time went by and | got more experience
| know how to play better now. It's just great. I'm so proud.”

“It helps my confidence to have a close match with one of the
world’s top players,” Medina Garrigues said. “Staying with her for
two hours and 40 minutes gives me a lot of confidence going for-
ward. Team competitions are good for us because we have good
relationships with each other. When | was down in each set | was
getting so much energy from my teammates and the fans to fight
back. | gave it my everything but in the end she was too good.”

Although the second reverse singles rubber wasn't played, the
doubles rubber was played, and Russia's Elena Vesnina and
Ekaterina Makarova made it a 4-0 championship triumph by beat-
ing Spain’s Suarez Navarro and Nuria Llagostera Vives, 62 61.

Russia has now won the Fed Cup title in four of the last five
years - in 2004, 2005, 2007 and now 2008. The only blip on their
record came in 2006, when they lost to an unstoppable Belgian
squad, which included both Justine Henin and Kim Clijsters, in the
first round. Russia is now the standalone No.5 all-time in terms of
Fed Cup titles, trailing only the United States (17), Australia (seven),
Spain and the Czech Republic (five each). Spain is now 5-6 lifetime
in Fed Cup finals, winning in 1991, 1993, 1994, 1995 and 1998.

Austrian teenager Tamira Paszek continued to show why she is
one of the Sony Ericsson WTA Tour’s most promising future stars,
as she notched her fifth and sixth career Top 20 wins in back-to-
back days in the quarterfinals and semifinals of Bali. First she took
out Flavia Pennetta on Friday and on Saturday she battled for over
two and a half hours to take out world No.11 Daniela Hantuchova.
“She's such a great player; | knew coming in | would have to
play really well, and | did,” Paszek said of Hantuchova afterwards.
“I'm really enjoying myself here in Bali. I've been here for 10 days
now and I'm in a great routine of playing the last match every eve-
ning, which helps. | hope to recover for my match tomorrow.”
Paszek notched her first three Top 20 wins in Grand Slam play
in 2007 (over Tatiana Golovin and Elena Dementieva at Wimbledon
and over Patty Schnyder at the US Open), then got her fourth at
Montreal earlier this summer, taking out then-No.1 Ana lvanovic.

Serena returns to No.1; Black, Huber maintain stranglehold

After five years and a month - the longest gap ever between stints
at No.1 - Serena Williams is back on top of the world, rising up
there from No.3 after winning her ninth Grand Slam singles title at
the US Open. She spent her first 57 weeks at No.1 consecutively
between July 8, 2002 and August 10, 2003, and now racks up her
second week in a row, increasing her non-consecutive total to 59.
Cara Black spent her first 16 weeks at No.1 from October 17,
2005 to February 5, 2006. She spent two more between June 11
and 24, 2007, and began her third stint on July 9, 2007. This week
she gets her 63rd straight (81st overall) week at No.1. Black is a
few months from becoming the fifth player since the inception of
computer rankings to spend 100 total weeks as the No.1 doubles
player. Liezel Huber joined Black at No.1 on the 2007 year-end
rankings, and this week spends her 45th straight week on top.
