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Safina Wins All-Russian Final in Tokyo

Safina crushes compatriots back-to-back in
semis and final for fourth title of the season

TOKYO, Japan - From Europe to North Amer-
ica, the last several months have brought copi-
ous amounts of Sony Ericsson WTA Tour suc-
cess for Dinara Safina. Now she adds Asia to
her collection, beating Svetlana Kuznetsova to
capture the Toray Pan Pacific Open in Tokyo.
Safina began 2008 with an 11-10 record,
her best results being a pair of quarterfinal fin-
ishes; between May and the US Open she went
37-5, taking titles at Berlin, Los Angeles and
Montréal, and finishing runner-up at the French
Open, 's-Hertogenbosch and Olympics. Her
only two pre-final losses came at Wimbledon
(third round) and the US Open (semifinals).
Tokyo brought Safina a fourth title on the
season, although early on in the week she was
tested. Seeded No.4, she was pushed hard by
Dominika Cibulkova in her opener, battling for
an hour and 35 minutes to beat the Slovak, 63
64; in the quarterfinals she spent nearly an hour
more on court, needing two hours and 33 min-
utes to beat Estonia's Kaia Kanepi, 64 67(5) 62.
Safina was just getting started. She brought
her best during a 52-minute, 61 60 win over
Nadia Petrova - against whom she was 0-5
beforehand - in the semis, and in the final she
upped her aggression even more, blasting 29
winners to rout No.5 seed Kuznetsova, 61 63.
“Playing Svetlana today, | knew | had to take
my chances and be aggressive from the begin-
ning; it worked,” Safina said. “My game just
clicked after my match with Kanepi. My coach
told me to stick to my game and it has worked.
It has all been coming together. It's always nice
to get a trophy, but the one here at the Toray
Pan Pacific Open is very pretty and unique.”
Kuznetsova, who arrived in Tokyo after help-
ing Russia to its fourth Fed Cup title in the last
five years over the weekend, had to be encour-
aged by her week. She upset top seed Jelena
Jankovic in a quarterfinal thriller, 26 75 75, in a
match watched by Japanese Crown Prince
Naruhito; she also avenged summer losses,
beating Li Na (whom she lost to at the Olym-
pics) in the first round and Katarina Srebotnik
(US Open) in the semifinals. But she fell to Saf-
ina for the third time in three attempts this year
in the final; she is now 0-4 this year in finals.

Safina has now won 41 of 46 matches since Berlin. She

is an impressive 11-3 against the Top 10 in that stretch.

“I'm disappointed | lost, but | have to stay
positive because | had a good week in Tokyo,”
Kuznetsova said. “I came from Fed Cup, which
was on clay, and arrived here later than usual,
and still played solid tennis all week. Reaching
the final was important for my confidence. And
Dinara played really well; she was the favorite
going into this final and she delivered. She has
been one of the best players since mid-season
- she's fresher, more confident and an overall
better player than she was in previous years.”

Jankovic was arguably the most notable
upset of the week, but No.2 seed Ana Ivano-
vic's second round dismissal by Petrova also
dominated the headlines, wrapping up a some-
what disappointing summer for the Serb (she is
4-4 since winning Roland Garros and subse-
quently rising to No.1). With Dementieva also
falling earlier than expected - to Srebotnik in
the quarters - Safina was the only Top 4 seed
to reach a projected semifinal berth, and she
ended up going all the way to the ninth Sony
Ericsson WTA Tour singles title of her career.

The doubles final pitted No.2-seeded duo
Lisa Raymond and Samantha Stosur against
unseeded team Vania King and Nadia Petrova.
And it was the underdog pairing of King and
Petrova that prevailed, beating the two-time
Slam-winning team of Raymond and Stosur,
61 64, for their first doubles title as a team.
King took home her fifth career Tour doubles
title, while Petrova took home her 14th.
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Zvonareva Wins in Guangzhou

Roars back to beat Peng in final for second Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles title of year, seventh of career

GUANGZHOU, China - She was the strong favorite when the draw
came out, and she held true to her top seeding. Vera Zvonareva
didn't drop a set en route to the final of the TOE Life Ceramics
Guangzhou International Women's Open, and despite losing the
first set on Sunday she still cruised to victory against Peng Shuai,
67(4) 60 62, to capture her second Sony Ericsson WTA Tour sin-
gles title of the year and the seventh of her impressive career.

Zvonareva flew into Guangzhou from Madrid, Spain, where she
helped Russia capture its fourth Fed Cup title in the last five years.
That experience probably gave the Russian the boost she needed
after an early exit at the US Open, as she notched straight set vic-
tories over Anastasia Rodionova, lucky loser Xu Yi-Fan, Karin
Knapp and Zheng Jie in the first round through the semifinals.

The only seeded opponent Zvonareva had to face en route to
the final was Zheng, who was the No.3 seed. She was technically
the No.2 of the tournament however, following the late injury with-
drawal of last week's Bali champion Patty Schnyder, who would
have been the No.2 seed. Zheng was one of Zvonareva's toughest
matches of the week, as she nearly pushed their semi to a third set
leading 5-3 in the second, before ultimately succumbing, 63 75.

The final saw the No.4-seeded Peng pushing Zvonareva hard in
their rallies with her penetrating, two-fisted groundstrokes, going
up a double break early on and eventually holding onto her edge to
take the first set in a tie-break; but the more experienced Zvon-
areva came roaring back, winning 12 of the last 14 games to pull
off a runaway victory in three sets and take home the Tier Il title.

“I wasn't going for my shots enough in the first set, which made
it difficult; | think | was playing a bit too passively,” Zvonareva said
afterwards. “She's a very good player and fights well, and she took
advantage of that. But | had more experience behind my back and
was able to turn the match around by going for my shots again.
We had a tough match in our first time playing each other - if she
keeps playing like this, | think she really has a great future.”

Zvonareva now boasts seven singles titles in her Tour career.
She won her first five between 2003 and 2006, and after going the
entire 2007 season without one she has now collected two in
2008, at the Tier IV clay court stop in Prague and now Guangzhou.

Given her impressive results this season, it is no surprise Zvon-
areva is back in the world's Top 10. She spent 11 non-consecutive
weeks inside the elite during the 2004 and 2005 seasons, but after
winning the bronze medal at the Olympics this past August she
returned there for the first time since then, and has been going
back and forth between the No.9 and No.10 rankings ever since.

Zvonareva has been doing a lot of winning this season, too.
Although two titles wouldn't normally indicate it, she is one of only
three players to win 50 or more main draw matches on the Tour in
2008 - her win over Peng on Sunday was her 50th. Jelena Jank-

ovic and Dinara Safina have also crossed the half-century mark.

The Chinese contingent was very strong in Guangzhou, with
nine - almost a third - of the 32 competitors in the singles main
draw representing the home nation. Peng made it the furthest and
continued to show improved consistency in her week-to-week
results, reaching her second Tour final in as many months, having
finished runner-up at Forest Hills in August (to Lucie Safarova).

“I'was really happy | could get to the final,” Peng told reporters
afterwards. “There were a lot of fans here, and whenever | was in a
tough match they helped me fight through it. Every year this tour-
nament gets better and | hope to be back here next year.”

“She had a lot of expectation when she was younger,” Zvon-
areva said of Peng. “She is improving every year and this year
she's playing very well. Chinese tennis is strong right now. People
don't want to play in Russia because there are so many Russian
players, but now people don't want to come to China either! And |
think there are going to be even more young players coming up.”

It was a Top 2 showdown in the doubles final, which followed
the singles final, with No.1 seeds Sun Tiantian and Yan Zi taking on
No.2 seeds Mariya Koryttseva and Tatiana Poutchek. And it was
Koryttseva and Poutchek that prevailed, taking the title by a match
tie-break victory, 63 46 108. It was their first Tour doubles title as a
team; they now each hold four Tour doubles titles individually.

Svetlana Kuznetsova and Jelena Jankovic, after Japanese Crown
Prince Naruhito watched their quarterfinal. After matches, winners
hit autographed balls into the stands; Kuznetsova hit one to Naru-
hito, who caught it, much to the delight of the players and crowd.

“At first | wasn't happy | was one out of the main draw but today's
result shows it was a good thing. It all came together today and
my qualifying matches probably helped. This is probably the best
I've played for a very long time. I'm happy to be in the semifinals.”
Katarina Srebotnik, who had to qualify to reach the main draw of
Tokyo, then made it to the semifinals. She notched her fourth Top
10 win of the season over Elena Dementieva in the quarterfinals.

“Five years ago you wouldn’t see so many Chinese players. But
now there’s Li Na, Zheng Jie, Peng Shuai, Yan Zi, Sun Tiantian...
People don’t want to play in Russia because there are so many
Russian players, but now people don't want to come to China
either! And | think there will be more young players coming up.”

The
Russian had to beat two of them back-to-back to win Guangzhou,
edging Zheng in the semifinals before beating Peng in the final.

Svetlana Kuznetsova lost the first set handily but wasn't in any
mood for letting her quarterfinal match against Jelena Jankovic
slip, battling back to win, 26 75 75. It was an upset on paper but
not so surprising given the Russian had beaten Jankovic in three of
their five prior meetings, improving to 4-2 lifetime against the Serb.
“It was a good win for me,” Kuznetsova said. “I struggled to
hold serve but felt confident out there, so | was serving and volley-
ing a few times. | played the right tactics in the first set but couldn't
find my way to the net; | kept to my game plan in the second and
third sets and the risk paid off as | got more chances to approach.”
Jankovic was a runner-up to Serena Wiliams at the US Open
and would’ve replaced the American at No.1 with a title in Tokyo.

Serena returns to No.1; Black, Huber maintain stranglehold

After five years and a month - the longest gap ever between stints
at No.1 - Serena Williams is back on top of the world, rising up
there from No.3 after winning her ninth Grand Slam singles title at
the US Open. She spent her first 57 weeks at No.1 consecutively
between July 8, 2002 and August 10, 2003, and now racks up her
third week in a row, increasing her non-consecutive total to 60.
Cara Black spent her first 16 weeks at No.1 from October 17,
2005 to February 5, 2006. She spent two more between June 11
and 24, 2007, and began her third stint on July 9, 2007. This week
she gets her 64th straight (82nd overall) week at No.1. Black is a
few months from becoming the fifth player since the inception of
computer rankings to spend 100 total weeks as the No.1 doubles
player. Liezel Huber joined Black at No.1 on the 2007 year-end
rankings, and this week spends her 46th straight week on top.
