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Jankovic Storms To Victory in Beijing

Avenges loss in Tokyo quarterfinals in Beijing
final, takes home second title of season

BEWING, China - Last week they played in Ja-
pan and this week in China; the result couldn't
have been more different. Svetlana Kuznetsova
won a thriller in the quarters of Tokyo but in the
title match of Beijing it was all Jelena Jankovic,
as the Serb claimed her second Sony Ericsson
WTA Tour title of the year at the China Open.
Kuznetsova went into the final with a distinct
edge in their head-to-head, having won four of
their six prior meetings, including their last four
matches on hardcourts; one of those came just
last week in front a royal crowd that included
Japanese Crown Prince Naruhito, where the
Russian won, 26 75 75. But on Sunday it was
Jankovic who came up the victor and in im-
pressive fashion, breaking her opponent five
out of nine times and losing serve just once
herself for a one-hour, 14-minute, 63 62 rout.
“Svetlana beat me two times this year,” said
Jankovic, who lost to the Russian in the semifi-
nals of Dubai as well. “| was motivated to get a
win against her, and winning in two sets is very
satisfying. Having played her last week | was
really able to analyze my game against hers.”
“I'm disappointed. | wasn't moving to the
ball or doing the right things on the court; | love
playing here, so it was disappointing to not play
well in the final,” Kuznetsova said. “But she
played well. She was consistent as always.”
This was the second Beijing final for Jank-
ovic. She made the final last year and probably
should have won the title, as she led by a set
and 5-1 - and match point - over Agnes Sza-
vay. But Szavay hit a second serve ace to keep
herself in the match and pulled off one of the
great comebacks of 2007, winning 67(7) 75 62.
“l didn't think about last year today,” Jank-
ovic said afterwards. “This year is different. I'm
a different player and this was a different at-
mosphere. | was thinking positively out there.
“I'm happy to win the title of course. I'm
close to gaining the No.1 spot again, but I'm
just trying to focus on playing one match at a
time and working on my game. | would love to
come back to No.1 and end the year at No.1.”
Both Jankovic and Kuznetsova were hoping
to turn the tides on dismal finals records. Jank-
ovic came into the final having lost five of her

last six while Kuznetsova had even more of a
block, losing nine of her last 10. Thanks to her
somewhat erratic play and Jankovic's good
form, the Russian fell to 10 for 11 with the loss.
Jankovic won the seventh title of her career.
Jankovic had a tougher time reaching the
final than Kuznetsova. She had a tussle against
qualifier Aleksandra Wozniak in her opener,
allowing the Canadian to rally from 5-2 down in
the second set before winning, 63 75. In the
quarters versus No.7 seed Daniela Hantuchova
she saved two set points down 5-4 in the first
set before finding her range and earning a 75
61 win, and in the semis she battled two hours
and 22 minutes to get past No.5 seed Vera
Zvonareva, 64 26 64. Meanwhile, Kuznetsova
didn't drop a set and spent significantly less
time to make the final (3:46 to Jankovic's 5:21).
Apart from the finalists, Zheng Jie was the
headline grabber of the week, making it to the
semis with wins over Agnieszka Radwanska, Ai
Sugiyama and Ana Ivanovic before falling to
Kuznetsova in a tight two-setter. The Chinese's
wins over Radwanska and Ivanovic were her
second and third Top 10 wins, after her shock
win over a No.1-ranked Ivanovic at Wimbledon.
The doubles final, which followed the sin-
gles final on Sunday, saw the unseeded, first-
time pairing of Anabel Medina Garrigues and
Caroline Wozniacki taking out Han Xinyun and
Xu Yi-Fan, 61 63. Medina Garrigues won her
12th career Tour doubles title; Wozniacki won
her first. Han and Xu were playing their second
Tour doubles final together, having been run-
ners-up at this very tournament last year.

Kirilenko Captures Hearts & Seoul

Wins back-to-back three-setters in semifinals and final, takes homes third Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles title of year

SEOUL, Korea - Twelve months ago she came out on the losing
end of a three set final at the Hansol Korea Open - what a differ-
ence a year makes. It was Maria Kirilenko's time to shine in Seoul,
Korea this year, as she rallied past an in-form Samantha Stosur on
Sunday afternoon for the Tier IV singles crown, 26 61 64.

Kirilenko came back to Korea on a mission. She won her first
three matches in dominant fashion just like a top seed is expected
to, dropping a total of just 13 games in straight set wins over
Lenka Wienerova, Lucie Safarova and No.5 seed Pauline Parmen-
tier. She was nearly derailed in the semifinals by aggressive No.3
seed Kaia Kanepi, however, but she still prevailed, 64 36 64.

“I was very happy to make it to the final a second time,” said
Kirilenko, who lost to Venus Wiliams in a thrilling final a year ago,
63 16 64. “My match against Kanepi was very difficult. | was down
2-0 in the third set and every game was really difficult. It was really
challenging. | was relieved to win and move into the final.”

Apart from a second round slugfest with Sabine Lisicki - as she
beat the young German, 64 67(4) 63 - Stosur was also storming
through the draw, losing a total of just 10 games in her other three
matches. The Australian, who was unseeded, cruised into her
fourth career Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles final, having finished
runner-up in her first three, in back-to-back weeks at Gold Coast
and Sydney in 2005 (to Patty Schnyder and Alicia Molik, respec-
tively) and on the clay courts of Prague in 2006 (to Shahar Peer).

Stosur's hunger for her first Tour singles title was evident in the
first set of the final, as she barely gave an inch in her service games
and broke her opponent's twice for a 6-2 set. Stosur's most nota-
ble service stat was perhaps her 93% winning percentage when
she put a first serve in. But against the creative, aggressive play of
Kirilenko she just couldn't keep it going; the Russian took advan-
tage of her opponent's increasingly erratic play and found her own
range again, coming from behind to earn a 26 61 64 victory.

“She started so fast and served so well, and for me it was diffi-
cult to return her serve,” Kirilenko said. “In the second set | started
to be more concentrated, because in the first set | was out of the
game. | decided to play every ball, no matter what happened, and |
just started to fight. It worked, and I'm very happy. The last two
matches were really tough for me, so I'm feeling great right now.”

“The momentum switched around; | got passive with the way |
was playing and she stepped it up and became more aggressive,"
Stosur said. "It continued through 4-0 in the third. | knew | had to
stop it. | started stepping up and going for it more, being more
aggressive and taking some time away from her. And | got myself
back in the match, but she played well at the end to finish it.”

Kirilenko came away with her third singles title of the year, hav-
ing also won Tier IV titles during the clay court season in Estoril and
Barcelona. This one could perhaps be more meaningful to the 21-

year-old Muscovite, however, as she had fallen first round in her
last three events, at New Haven and the US Open in August and
Tokyo last week. She won five matches in a row to win in Seoul.

“In Tokyo | lost to Bartoli and at the US Open | lost to Paszek -
those were both really tough first round matches,” Kirilenko said.
“This year | have had some ups and downs. I'm trying to be more
consistent in my results. If | was more consistent I'd be ranked
higher maybe, like Top 10 or Top 15. But | have time to improve.
I'm only 21 and I'll get more experience in the time to come.”

The doubles final, which followed the singles final, pitted No.1
seeds Chuang Chia-Jung and Hsieh Su-Wei against No.3 seeds
Kirilenko and Vera Dushevina. And it was Chuang and Hsieh who
prevailed, 63 60, for their third Tour doubles title together; they had
previously won at Beijing and Seoul last year. Chuang came away
with her 10th individual Tour doubles title; Hsieh won her fourth.

“All of our opponents are tough, so we just try to do better and
better on the court when we play,” Hsieh said. “If we’re playing well
and working together well, we’re not really afraid of anyone.”

This was the fifth staging of the Hansol Korea Open. Kirilenko
joined an impressive list of former champions at the Tier IV tourna-
ment, namely Maria Sharapova (2004), Nicole Vaidisova (2005),
Eleni Daniilidou (2006) and Venus Williams (2007).

China's Zheng Jie surprised No.2 seed Ana Ivanovic in a marathon
three-setter, 76(4) 26 64. The two women slugged it out from the
baseline for two hours and 54 minutes and in the end it was the
Chinese who prevailed, breaking early in the third set and holding
onto her own serve the rest of the way to beat the Serb for the
second time in as many 2008 meetings, and out of three overall.

“I was defending a lot. It was like running a marathon out there,”
lvanovic said. “She was really dominating and | should have been
more aggressive. | didn't even realize how much | was running.”

Zheng beat Ivanovic in a notable third round match at Wimble-
don earlier this season, becoming the first Chinese player ever to
beat a reigning world No.1. That also served as her first Top 10
win; wins over Agnieszka Radwanska and Ivanovic this week in
Beijing served as her second and third career wins over that elite.

Serena returns to No.1; Black, Huber maintain stranglehold

After five years and a month - the longest gap ever between stints
at No.1 - Serena Williams is back on top of the world, rising up
there from No.3 after winning her ninth Grand Slam singles title at
the US Open. She spent her first 57 weeks at No.1 consecutively
between July 8, 2002 and August 10, 2003, and now racks up her
fourth week in a row, increasing her non-consecutive total to 61.
Cara Black spent her first 16 weeks at No.1 from October 17,
2005 to February 5, 2006. She spent two more between June 11
and 24, 2007, and began her third stint on July 9, 2007. This week
she gets her 65th straight (83rd overall) week at No.1. Black is a
few months from becoming the fifth player since the inception of
computer rankings to spend 100 total weeks as the No.1 doubles
player. Liezel Huber joined Black at No.1 on the 2007 year-end
rankings, and this week spends her 47th straight week on top.
