Edges Venus in round of 16 then cruises past 
Vesnina, Dementieva and Wozniacki for title 

CHARLESTON, SC, USA - Things got very 
interesting at the end but Sabine Lisicki kept 
her cool and capped the most unlikely run in 
Family Circle Cup history on Sunday, defeating 
Caroline Wozniacki in the final, 62 64. 
     Beforehand the longest shot ever to win the 
Family Circle Cup was Iva Majoli, who won in 
2002 ranked No.58; at No.63 and just sneaking 
into the seedings at No.16, Lisicki wasn't on 
anyone's radar. That was, until she beat Venus. 
     Facing 41-time Sony Ericsson WTA Tour 
singles titlist Williams - the No.2 seed - the 19-
year-old Lisicki, who had never won a title on 
the Tour, matched her big serve for big serve 
and huge groundstroke for huge groundstroke, 
even rallying from behind in both sets to pull off 
her biggest career match win, 64 76(5). 
     “She's just a great champion. I still can't 
really believe I won,” Lisicki said after the win. 
“It's one of my biggest wins. I think my win 
against Lindsay Davenport was really big as 
well, representing my country and beating her 
in my very first Fed Cup experience. But beat-
ing Venus Williams here was just awesome.” 
     Lisicki's momentum only grew from there, 
as she went relatively untested in her next three 
matches, beating Elena Vesnina in the quarterfi-
nals, 64 60; No.6 seed Marion Bartoli in the 
semifinals, 63 61; and finally No.5 seed 
Wozniacki, 62 64. She had five match points in 
the last game before closing it out on her sixth. 
     “I really couldn't believe I won, because I 
didn't use my first match points. When I finally 
won - I don't know which match point it was, 
seventh, eighth, it felt like 30th - I was so 
happy,” Lisicki said afterwards. “I've worked so 
hard the last couple of weeks and months and 
it's finally paying off. I knew I had the game to 
beat those players, and now I think I'm more 
mature to win the whole tournament.” 
     “I wasn't moving well today like I have been 
in other tournaments, but Sabine was playing 
really well, attacking and not making a lot of 
errors. It was tough for me today,” Wozniacki 
said. “This is a fantastic tournament. It was 
great to be here and play the final. Sabine 
played really well. Congratulations to her.” 
     Like much of the world's elite Lisicki's game 

produced a flurry of winners during the tourna-
ment, including a total of 36 aces through six 
matches. Nine of those aces came against 
Wozniacki, alongside 25 groundstroke winners. 
     Wozniacki had been on a roll on American 
clay, winning her first title of the year in Ponte 
Vedra Beach and having four wins in Charles-
ton to take her streak to nine. The 18-year-old 
would have broken the Top 10 - at No.10 - by 
winning the title; but the No.5 seed's near-
three-hour semifinal win over top seed Elena 
Dementieva seemed to catch up with her. 
     “Before I came to the clay court season I 
wasn't comfortable on the clay. It was the sur-
face I liked least. These two weeks, I proved 
myself wrong. I've proven I'm good on this 
surface as well. So now, I don't know which is 
my least favorite surface. I like everything.” 
     Bethanie Mattek-Sands and Nadia Petrova 
won the doubles title as the No.4 seeds, saving 
three match points in the match tie-break to 
beat unseeded Liga Dekmeijere and Patty 
Schnyder earlier Sunday, 67(5) 62 119. It was 
their first title together; Mattek-Sands now has 
five Tour doubles titles while Petrova has 16. 
They were playing together for the third time.

quarterfinal slots, with No.3 seed Anabel Medina Garrigues with-
drawing before her first match due to an abdominal strain, No.1 
and No.4 seeds Alizé Cornet and Kaia Kanepi falling first round and 
No.2 seed Pennetta losing in the second round. No.7 and No.8 
seeds Sara Errani and Sorana Cirstea lost before the quarters too. 
     Nuria Llagostera Vives and María José Martínez Sánchez ful-
filled their expectations as top doubles seeds nicely, beating all 
comers - including the unseeded Cirstea and Andreja Klepac in the 
final - to take home their third title of the year, their fourth overall. 
They have won titles at Bogotá once (2009) and Acapulco twice 
(2008, 2009). They now each have eight Tour doubles titles. 

BARCELONA, Spain - Not many would find inspiration in a loss, 
but on Spanish red clay Roberta Vinci did just that, bouncing back 
from a tough quarterfinal defeat to Jelena Jankovic in Marbella to 
go all the way to the title in Barcelona, beating finals veteran Maria 
Kirilenko for her second Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles title. 
     Vinci, one of the few players around who consistently comes 
into the net but also a strong clay court player - her first title came 
on the red clay of Bogotá, Colombia two years ago - pushed Jank-
ovic to the limit in Marbella, saving four match points and pushing 
the Serb to a tie-break in the third set before finally succumbing. 
     In Barcelona Vinci blew through her first three rounds in straight 
sets - including a 61 62 drubbing of the tournament's second seed 
Flavia Pennetta in the second round - then rallied from 60 42 down 
against Francesca Schiavone in the semifinals to reach the final. 
She had little trouble against No.6 seed Kirilenko, beating the de-
fending champion in just an hour and 11 minutes, 60 64. 
     “I am so happy!” Vinci commented afterwards. “It's such a 
great feeling to win again. It has been a long time since I played 
well. I felt good after Marbella - I had a good match against Jank-
ovic and it gave me confidence coming here to Barcelona.” 
     Vinci's win over Pennetta - ranked No.14 in the world - went 
down as her sixth career Top 20 victory. But seeing as she had 
won two of their previous four meetings, that feat may not have 
been as impressive as her win over Schiavone - she was 0-3 
against her countrywoman going into their semifinal match. 
     Since winning her last title in Seoul last fall Kirilenko had a rough 
go of things, winning just four of 14 matches - none consecutively 
- and seeing her ranking drop almost 10 places. But it almost 
came together for her once again, as she won four matches - in-
cluding over two of Spain's best, María José Martínez Sánchez 
and Carla Suárez Navarro - before the run came to an Italian end. 
     It was a week of surprises in Barcelona, which was in its third 
year as a Tour stop. None of the Top 4 seeds made it to their 
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In the most nail-biting match of the week, Caroline Wozniacki up-
set Elena Dementieva in the semis, 64 57 75. Wozniacki seemed 
on her way to a routine straight set win as she built a 64 52 lead, 
even holding triple match point at 64 53; but Dementieva tightened 
the screws and started hitting her big forehand bigger, reeling off 
five straight games - and saving those match points - to take the 
match to a third. Apart from one trade of breaks midway through, 
the decider was almost completely even until 5-5; Wozniacki had 
gotten back into her groove by then and made her move, breaking 
at love to go up 6-5 then serving it out, ending the two-hour, 56-
minute marathon with a screaming forehand winner down the line. 
     “It felt so good,” Wozniacki said of the match-winning shot. “I 
only had that shot to win the point, because she was covering the 
whole net. I only had this much space to put it in, and when I saw 
it go through, I just knew it was going to go in. It felt great.”

     Dinara Safina becomes the 19th player since the inception of 
computer rankings in 1975 to rise to No.1 in the world in singles, 
assuming the top spot from Serena Williams. The Russian be-
comes part of the first ever brother-sister No.1 pair, her brother 
Marat Safin having ranked No.1 on the ATP World Tour before.  
     Cara Black spent her first 16 weeks at No.1 from October 17, 
2005 to February 5, 2006. She spent two more between June 11 
and 24, 2007, and began her third stint on July 9, 2007. This week 
she has her 94th straight (112th overall) week on top. Liezel Huber 
joined Black at No.1 on November 12, 2007 and this week spends 
her 76th straight week on top. Black is the fifth in Tour history to 
surpass 100 weeks as No.1 in doubles, joining Martina Navratilova, 
Natasha Zvereva, Lisa Raymond and Arantxa Sánchez-Vicario.
