Beats Serena in semifinal, Razzano in final for 
first Tour singles title of year, 40th of career 

DUBAI, UAE - She won an all-Williams battle in 
the semifinals and got revenge against an op-
ponent who had given her problems in the past 
in the final, and Venus Williams emerged from 
the Barclays Dubai Tennis Championships with 
her 40th Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles title. 
     The most intriguing duel of the $2,000,000 
tournament came in the semis as the Williams 
sisters stepped onto Centre Court for the 19th 
chapter of their rivalry. Serena Williams, ranked 
and seeded No.1, had won nine of their prior 
18 encounters; Venus, ranked and seeded 
No.6, had won the other nine. They split the 
first two sets and eventually settled into an on-
serve third set, with the tie-break deciding it all 
- and it was Venus who closed it out, 61 26 76
(3), to take a 10-9 lead in the family series. 
     On the bottom half of the draw, Virginie 
Razzano was putting together the best week of 
her career. Ranked No.58 and unseeded, she 
upset two of the week's highest seeds - No.2 
seed Dinara Safina and No.5 seed Vera Zvon-
areva - in the second round and quarters, en 
route to the biggest final of her career. And it's 
not like she hadn't had success against Venus 
before: she had lost their first two meetings, but 
in their third and most recent she rallied from 
triple match point down in a second set tie-
break and won in the final of Tokyo in 2007. 
     Lightning would not strike a second time in 
the final, however. The first set of the final was 
close, as the two stayed on serve until the last 
game, when Williams converted on her first 
break point of the match to take it, 6-4. She 
carried that momentum into the second set and 
raced to a 5-0 lead, then regrouped after a late 
surge from Razzano and some of her own 
problems on the second serve to win, 64 62. 
     “I have to congratulate Virginie on such a 
great week - she beat so many Top 10 players 
and played so well today. She really had a bet-
ter week than I did,” Williams said. “But it was a 
wonderful week for me too. I was able to beat 
the best player in the world in the semifinals, 
and I'm happy to have played such a good 
player in the final. I think I got a bit lucky today.” 
     “I can't compare today with Tokyo,” Raz-
zano said. “This was a new match. There were 

no easy matches here - most of the players I 
played were in the Top 20, Top 5 even. Venus 
is a real champion and played very well today.” 
     Williams won the 40th Tour singles title of 
her career, the 12th player in Tour history - and 
first active player - to hit the big 4-0. The icing 
on the cake is that for the first time since Au-
gust 2003, she will be ranked in the Top 5 - it's 
a long time coming, considering she has won 
Wimbledon three times in the years since then. 
     “I'm so excited to move back up the rank-
ings! It seems like forever I was in the Top 5. 
So much has happened since then. With 
God's blessing, I'll keep moving forward and 
closer to my goal of getting back to the top.” 
     Razzano's run to the final was dramatic to 
say the least. Her victory over world No.2 Saf-
ina was her first victory over a Top 5 player; 
she followed it up a few days later with a win 
over world No.5 Zvonareva, the longest match 
of the tournament, after which the French-
woman left the court in tears of joy. A crowd 
favorite right until her final forehand into the net 
against Williams, she will hope to build on this 
momentum to eventually return to the Top 25, 
where she was ranked as recently as a year 
ago (her career-high ranking is No.24). 
     Cara Black and Liezel Huber capped a phe-
nomenal fortnight with a victory in the doubles. 
Having won the 23rd Tour title of their illustri-
ous partnership a week ago in Paris, the top 
seeds won their 24th in Dubai with a 63 63 win 
over Maria Kirilenko and Agnieszka Radwan-
ska. Black and Huber have now won Dubai 
three straight times, their very first hat-trick.

     Victoria Azarenka and Caroline Wozniacki came back onto the 
court shortly afterwards to capture the doubles title. Seeded No.2, 
they beat unseeded pair Krajicek and Yuliana Fedak, 61 76(2), for 
their first title together. They each now have two career Tour dou-
bles titles to their names, Azarenka winning at Tashkent in 2006 
with countrywoman Tatiana Poutchek and Wozniacki winning at 
Beijing last September with Spain’s Anabel Medina Garrigues. The 
top doubles seeds in Memphis, American-Russian duo Vania King 
and Alla Kudryavtseva, lost in the semifinals to Krajicek and Fedak. 
     Also making the headlines this past week was Jelena Dokic, 
who came through the qualifying draw in her first appearance since 
her phenomenal run to the Australian Open quarterfinals. Her draw 
was unlucky, however, as she played Wozniacki in the first round. 
The Dane, who had lost to her in Melbourne, was out for revenge 
and truly exacted it, beating the Australian handily, 61 62. 

MEMPHIS, TN, USA - It was the Top 2 final everyone was waiting 
for, but once it came to be one player completely pulled ahead, as 
Victoria Azarenka completely steamrolled Caroline Wozniacki 
handily in straight sets on Saturday night for the Regions Morgan 
Keegan Championships & the Cellular South Cup singles title. 
     Wozniacki and Azarenka, seeded No.1 and No.2, respectively, 
at the $220,000 indoor tournament, had both cruised for most of 
the week leading up to the final, except for one three-setter each: 
Wozniacki rallied back from a first set blowout to beat qualifier 
Michaella Krajicek in the quarterfinals, 26 63 63, while Azarenka 
edged sixth seed Sabine Lisicki in the semifinals, 64 36 76(1). 
     With both Top 20 teenagers seemingly in top form, the stars 
seemed aligned for a tight title match. But Azarenka pulled off a 
minor upset on paper in a very major way, demolishing a shell-
shocked Wozniacki in straight sets in just 70 minutes for her sec-
ond Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles title of the season, 61 63. 
     “I started well, putting a lot of pressure on her,” Azarenka said. 
“I did everything I should have done. I was commanding the points. 
I think I got more confidence as the match went on, too. I was 
down 2-0 in the third set in my semifinal, and winning that tough 
match really helped me against Caroline in the final today.” 
     “She was just playing great; I didn't feel I was playing badly,” 
Wozniacki said. “I felt like everything I hit just came back faster. I 
had beaten her before and I was hoping it would turn out that way 
again, but she just played a great match. There wasn't too much I 
could do. Hopefully we can come out and win the doubles now.” 
     After going 0-4 in Tour singles finals before this year - finishing 
runner-up at both Estoril and Tashkent in 2007 and at Gold Coast 
and Prague in 2008 - Azarenka finally won her first Tour singles title 
at Brisbane in the first week of 2009, beating Marion Bartoli handily 
in the final. She followed that up with a fourth round finish at the 
Australian Open, where she won the first set against eventual 
champion Serena Williams but had to retire down a break in the 
second set because of dizziness and illness. And now, in her third 
appearance of 2009, she went all the way to the title in Memphis. 
     Wozniacki, who had won the pair's only previous meeting, is 
now 3-2 lifetime in finals. She won her first three finals - at Stock-
holm, New Haven and Tokyo [Japan Open] last season - but has 
now lost her fourth and fifth finals, at Luxembourg last October (to 
Elena Dementieva) and in Memphis this week (to Azarenka).

seeds were also ousted before the quarterfinals, leaving Dulko, 
Martínez Sánchez and sixth seed Mathilde Johansson as the only 
seeds in the final eight. Dulko defeated Johansson in that round. 
     Nuria Llagostera Vives and María José Martínez Sánchez, the 
top seeds in the draw, beat second seeds Dulko and Pennetta in a 
match tie-break for the doubles title, 75 36 107. Both Spaniards 
now have six doubles titles in their Tour careers now. Dulko and 
Pennetta had won a nail-biting 20-18 match tie-break in the semis. 

BOGOTÁ, Colombia - Every round brought a new surprise, so it 
was only fitting that the championship final of the $220,000 Copa 
Sony Ericsson Colsanitas produced an upset, as well. Seventh 
seed María José Martínez Sánchez, who had scraped by in a few 
of her matches earlier in the week, crushed third seed Gisela Dulko 
for her very first Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles title, 63 62. 
     Before this week, Martínez Sánchez had realized most of her 
success in doubles, winning five Tour titles in the discipline - four in 
2001 (all with Anabel Medina Garrigues) and one at Acapulco last 
year (with Nuria Llagostera Vives). On Saturday she hiked that tally 
to six, winning in Bogotá (with Llagostera Vives). But her singles 
resumé was thinner, the highlight being a final - on the red clay of 
Barcelona last year, where she lost handily to Maria Kirilenko. 
     “I really believe that doubles helps my singles,” Martínez 
Sánchez commented afterwards. “They are equally important to 
me. It also helps me improve a lot of my shots, so it gives me more 
confidence on the court when I'm playing singles matches.” 
     That all changed in Bogotá. Martínez Sánchez ground out four 
tough wins over unseeded players en route to another final, includ-
ing a marathon 63 67(6) 64 quarterfinal over Betina Jozami and a 
tight 75 75 semifinal over Patricia Mayr, and by the time she fought 
for the title the 26-year-old Spanish lefty was in top form, breaking 
serve four times and never losing her own for the 63 62 win over 
heavy favorite Dulko, who went largely untested to reach the final. 
     “I'm very happy to win my first singles title on the Sony Ericsson 
WTA Tour,” Martínez Sánchez continued. “The final was more diffi-
cult than the score suggests, but on the important points I think I 
played better than Gisela today. It feels great to win this title.” 
     The tournament was rocked early on with the departures of the 
Top 2 seeds, as top seed Flavia Pennetta lost her opening match 
to Slovenia’s Masa Zec Peskiric and second seed Carla Suárez 
Navarro had to retire in her second round match against Argen-
tina’s Jozami due to a right elbow injury. The fourth, fifth and eighth

It also marked her 12th win over a reigning world No.1, improving 
to 12-17 lifetime against reigning world No.1s (8-8 vs. Martina 
Hingis, 2-4 vs. Lindsay Davenport, 1-3 vs. Serena Williams, 1-0 vs. 
Jelena Jankovic, 0-1 vs. Steffi Graf and 0-1 vs. Justine Henin). 
     “I'm always big sister, but when we're on court I can't think too 
much about whether she's OK - I have to stay focused because 
she's a great player and anything can happen,” Venus declared.
