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Two Weeks, Two Titles for Dementieva

SYDNEY, Australia - Elena Dementieva won her 
second Sony Ericsson WTA Tour title in as 
many weeks on Friday, beating countrywoman 
Dinara Safina in a see-saw final, 63 26 61. 
     Although Safina came into the match with a 
5-4 lead in the pair's head-to-head, all five of 
her wins had come on clay or grass, while De-
mentieva's wins all came on hard - Sydney's 
surface of choice. Although she seemed out of 
sorts in the middle set, Dementieva regrouped 
for the third and coasted to a three set victory. 
     “After the first I knew I had to start going for 
my shots more, and I started to do it - I won 
pretty comfortably in the second set,” Safina 
said. “In the third set I completely went away 
from my game. I just gave her 3-0. I wasn't 
aggressive enough, and it was pretty bad from 
my side. But she played really well today.” 
     “Instead of continuing to play aggressively 
like I did in the first set, I was waiting for her 
mistakes, and that was not a good idea,” said 
Dementieva on the second set. “I was able to 
change the situation in the third set somehow; 
that break in the beginning really helped me.” 
     Form for the final was perhaps hinted at by 
the Russians' semifinal showings: while No.2 
seed Safina struggled past unseeded Ai Sugi-
yama, 64 76(3), No.3 seed Dementieva abso-
lutely crushed top seed Serena Williams, 63 61. 
     Dementieva is now 10-0 this year, having 
gone 5-0 to win the ASB Classic in Auckland 
last week then 5-0 to win the Medibank Inter-
national in Sydney. The world No.4's title run 
was made sweeter because her last two wins 
came over two of the three players ranked 
above her - Williams is No.2, Safina is No.3. 
No.1 Jelena Jankovic did not play in Sydney. 
     “I was hoping for a good start to the year, 
but I couldn't imagine I was going to win two 
titles,” Dementieva added. “I practiced hard 
and had good preparation, but so did everyone 
else. I was just so focused right away, even 
after the long break. It's great to have all of 
these matches going into the Australian Open.” 
     “I can only take the positives - last year I lost 
first round here and this year I reached the fi-
nal,” Safina said. "I did well in the second set 
too. I know my game is there. I'm looking for-

ward to doing the best I can next week - that's 
one of the biggest things I play for, the Slams.” 
     Most of the headlines throughout the week 
were made by Williams, who survived two nail-
biters en route to the semifinals. The American 
saved four match points to beat Samantha 
Stosur in the first round then another three to 
get past Caroline Wozniacki in the quarters. 
She denied fatigue being a major contributor in 
her straight set loss to Dementieva, though. 
     Sugiyama came through a section where 
the seeds - No.4 seed Vera Zvonareva and 
No.5 seed Svetlana Kuznetsova - were forced 
out by illness and injury, respectively. She beat 
Jill Craybas and Anabel Medina Garrigues. 
     Hsieh Su-Wei and Peng Shuai demolished 
Nathalie Dechy and Casey Dellacqua in the 
doubles final, 60 61. It was their second title 
together, after winning Bali last fall; Hsieh now 
has five Tour doubles titles to her name while 
Peng has four. And for a second straight week, 
co-doubles No.1s Cara Black and Liezel Huber 
lost prior to the final round they're so used to 
being in, falling to Dechy and Dellacqua in a 
match tie-break in the semifinals on Thursday.

Wins all-Russian final against Safina for 13th 
career Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles title 
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Kvitova Wins First Tour Title in Hobart

was seized by the underdogs, with all eight seeds bowing out be-
fore the quarterfinals. Five of them fell in the first round and three of 
them - including top seed Flavia Pennetta - were ousted in the 
second round. Magdalena Rybarikova was Pennetta's conqueror, 
her win over the Italian world No.13 marking her best ever win, and 
first over a Top 20 player. Fellow Top 20 stars Patty Schnyder and 
Anna Chakvetadze were beaten early too, by Tsvetana Pironkova 
and Carla Suárez Navarro, respectively, in the opening round. 
     Unseeded pairing Gisela Dulko and Flavia Pennetta upset top 
seeds and reigning Australian Open champions the Bondarenko 
sisters in the doubles final, 62 76(4). It was their second title to-
gether, having won Bogotá together in 2006. Dulko now has seven 
Tour doubles titles to her name while Pennetta has four. 

HOBART, Australia - On Wednesday she was down and out but 
she toughed it out, and that determination sure paid off on Friday. 
Petra Kvitova captured her first Sony Ericsson WTA Tour title at the 
Moorilla Hobart International with a 75 61 win over Iveta Benesova. 
     While the 25-year-old Benesova's path to the final was fairly 
smooth - she didn't drop a single set, and the only time she was 
pushed beyond 6-4 came in her opener, when she upset No.8 
seed Tamarine Tanasugarn, 75 75 - the 18-year-old Kvitova was a 
few points away from falling in the quarterfinals, rallying from a 
seemingly insurmountable 61 52 hole to beat fellow teenager An-
astasia Pavlyuchenkova, 16 75 63. She won her semifinal handily. 
     “It was very horrible for me, the first set and most of the second 
set,” declared Kvitova on her match against Pavlyuchenkova. “My 
legs weren't moving and she was playing well. But I didn't give up 
- I played every ball as well as I could, and I was able to come 
back. It was a very important match for me. But it wasn't the end, 
because of course I had two more matches, and I had to refocus.” 
     The two unseeded players thus set up the Tour's first all-Czech 
final since Klara Zakopalova beat Lucie Safarova on the lawns of 
's-Hertogenbosch in 2005. The first set was close, with Benesova 
fighting back from 5-3 down - saving a set point - to even things 
up, 5-5. But Kvitova took over from there, reeling off eight of the 
last nine games to leave her countrywoman shell-shocked, 75 61. 
     “It was very windy and cold, and when she came back to make 
it 5-5 in the first set I was very nervous,” Kvitova said. “Then I 
started focusing on every point and I started playing well again. 
The second set was much quicker. I'm very, very happy. I really 
like it here, so it's exciting for me to win my first title here.” 
     Kvitova came out of relative obscurity to compile a break-
through first Top 100 season in 2008. She reached her first two 
quarterfinals, at Budapest and Zürich, and beat four Top 20 play-
ers, including her first Top 10 win over Venus Williams. In her first 
event of 2009 at Brisbane last week she fell first round to Ana 
Ivanovic, but the story was far different this past week in Hobart. 
     “It has been a good week for me,” Kvitova commented. “Now 
I'm hoping to do well at the Australian Open, too. I have a tough 
first round though - Azarenka is playing really well. It’ll be tough.” 
     Benesova fell to 1-6 lifetime in finals, a record that also includes 
a runner-up finish at this very event in 2006 (to Michaella Krajicek). 
Both finalists cracked the Top 40 on the new rankings; while 
Benesova has already been as high as No.33 in the world, going 
that high back in 2005, it will be Kvitova's first time in the Top 40. 
     While unseeded Tour champions aren't too too rare, Hobart 
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Following wins in the final of Moscow in 2007 and in the quarterfi-
nals of the Olympics in 2008, Russia’s Elena Dementieva became 
just the fifth player in Tour history to beat Serena Williams three 
straight times with a 63 61 drubbing in the semifinals of Sydney, 
adding her name to a list that already includes former world No.1s 
Arantxa Sánchez-Vicario, Venus Williams, Jennifer Capriati and 
Justine Henin. By beating world No.2 Williams in the semifinals and 
then world No.3 Dinara Safina in the final, she also beat two Top 3 
players in the same tournament for the second time in her career, 
having also achieved the feat at Dubai almost a year ago (beating 
then-No.3 Ana Ivanovic and then-No.2 Svetlana Kuznetsova). 
     “All of my matches against Serena have been completely differ-
ent,” said Dementieva, who had lost her first four meetings with the 
American in straight sets before the current three-win streak. 
“Playing her is tough because you never know what to expect. You 
just have to be focused and try to play your very best against her.”

I never practice in the States or at 
any of the academies in Spain or wherever. I feel best at home. 
Even if I don’t have a hardcourt in my city, I practice on carpet.” 
Agnieszka Radwanska on her off-season preparation for the Aus-
tralian season, after winning her second round match in Sydney. 
 
“I made a lot of improvements last year, but to go even higher I 
have to make more things happen on the court. I have to be more 
aggressive. I worked really hard in November and December to 
become better at the net. I don’t just want to defend all the time, 
because I think the future of women’s tennis is to be at the net. If I 
want to get to the Top 10, that’s the only chance for me.” 
Alizé Cornet on her goals for the new season, after winning her first 
round match in Sydney. The Frenchwoman surged into the Top 20 
last year and after strong performances in Hopman Cup and Syd-
ney, she may very well be destined for even bigger things.

Jankovic, Black & Huber reign supreme in Melbourne 

Jelena Jankovic spent her first week at No.1 from August 11 to 18, 
and reclaimed it on October 6. Having held it until the end of the 
season and throughout the off-season, she will spend her 16th and 
17th consecutive (17th and 18th overall) weeks as the world No.1. 
     Cara Black spent her first 16 weeks at No.1 from October 17, 
2005 to February 5, 2006. She spent two more between June 11 
and 24, 2007, and began her third stint on July 9, 2007. This fort-
night she’ll get her 81st and 82nd straight (99th and 100th overall) 
weeks at No.1. Liezel Huber joined Black at No.1 on the 2007 
year-end rankings, and this fortnight spends her 63rd and 64th 
straight weeks on top. Black will become just the fifth woman in 
Tour history to rack up 100 total weeks as the world’s No.1 dou-
bles player, joining legendary doubles players Martina Navratilova, 
Natasha Zvereva, Lisa Raymond and Arantxa Sánchez-Vicario.
